By Victor's Hugo & Luigi

NEW YORK—The team of Mickey
and Sylvia, inactive together since
1958 after cutting for Groove and
Vik Records, have been re-united by
Hugo & Luigi for RCA Victor
Records, the A&R team announced
last week (29). Convinced that the
previously successful recording duo
could make a “strong hit in today’s
market,” Hugo & Luigi went after
the artists who had gone separate
ways in late 1958. Mickey and Sylvia
broke up as a team to become singles,
but neither individually was as suc-
cessful as the singing team had been.

Their biggest hit was their own
composition, “Love Is Strange.”
Mickey (Guitar) Baker, one of the

most sought-after studio guitarists
in New York, has written best-selling
guitar instruction books, including
“Jazz Guitar.” He has also written
scores of pop tunes.

Sylvia, dubbed “Little Sylvia” when
she started in show business at the
age of 13, had rhythm and blues hits,

and was vocalist with Mickey’s band
before the pair became a singing
team. Mickey taught her to play
guitar and as a singing act, they pro-
vided built-in accompaniment on two
guitars.
Hugo and Luigi have already re-

corded them and, according to the
A&R team, “Mickey and Sylvia show
every indication that they’ll be
greater now than they were at the
height of their career. This is going
to be the most exciting reunion and
comeback in current show business
historv.”

Mickey and Sylvia are presently
preparing a club act of new material
and old favorites.

ness” and “Dream.” All have significance in the
singer’s early career and are revitalized here by
Nelson Riddle’s orchestrations behind the now
mature, insightful manner of Sinatra. Exception
is the new title-tune opener, a bright, lightly
swinging intro to the others.

“SING A SPIRITUAL WITH ME”—Tennessee
Ernie Ford—Capitol STAG 1434
A followup to the artist’s successful “Hymnal”

album, this set of famous spirituals is packaged
in an identical manner, with complete words and
music for the fourteen selections. The spirituals,

in comparison with their original effervescence,
are performed here in a rather sedate manner,
which undoubtedly makes them much more pala-
table for pop market consumption. Among them
are “Steal Away,” “Old Time Religion,” “Ain’t
Gonna Study War No More,” “Swing Low” and
“Standin’ In the Need of Prayer.’

An exuberant Eydie—perfectly matched to

the delightful, tangy rhythms and melodies of
Dixie. Though the Dixieland music structure by
Don Costa is superficial, it is ideal as vocal ac-
companiment and succeeds in creating a brash and
vibrant mood in which the vocalist moves with
vitality. Selections include “South Rampart Street
Parade,” “Wang Wang Blues,” “Ja-Da,” “Lime-
house Blues” and “Bill Bailey.” Chart action very
probable.

“ROMEO AND JULIET”—The Marlowe Society
and Professional Players directed by George Ry-
lands—London OSA 1407
The Shakespeare drama is offered in its com-

plete version by the world reknowned Marlowe
Society. Encompassing four records, it is the only
complete recorcfing of the work available. Though
no cast credits are given, every performer is thor-
oughly professional in his recorded voice. Skillful
stereo directionality lends an aura of stage move-
ment to the production. Outstanding spoken word
entry.

102

Artist’s initial LP date finds him poised teen-
appealingly on his hit title tune in a lineup of
new and old rh3rthmics which include “Lucky Old
Sun,” “Swing Low,” “Big Rock Candy Moun-
tain,” “Hey Little One” and “Wayward Wind.”
Chorus and ork support him smartly throughout.
Has strength for good teen sales.

“MY MILLION SELLERS”—Larry Clinton and
his Orchestra—Everest SDBR 1096

Clinton’s arranging enabled him to write ar-
rangements for several top bands in the past, in-
cluding his own. There’s serious doubt whether
many of the songs here were actually million
sellers but this is nevertheless a fine collection con-
taining some memorable music from the past. And
the arrangements used in this new stereo record- -

ing are sha^ly in focus; clear, concise, danceable
and easily listenable.

Guianese music is an odd blend of Indian, Dutch
and British influences, resembling calypso in many
ways but with an individuality all its own. This
album of sixteen such numbers by an authentic
Guianese group is like tjrpical folk music in that
it concerns itself with common, everyday oc-
currences.

“WHOLLY CATS”—Buddy DeFranco and the

The beauty and melodiousness of DeFranco’s
playing here is vividly reminiscent of the work
of Goodman and Shaw.

The past year has seen the launch-

ing of several new record companies
in this country, the major addition
being Warner Bros, in April. Handled
by Decca the label got away to a
sensational start with its first release,
The Everly Brothers “Cathy’s
Clown,” taking the No. 1 slot in every
British chart followed by Connie
Stevens’ “Sixteen Reasons.” Of the
label’s first L.P. releases “Brigitte
Bardot” is proving a hot seller and
with the specially released “It’s Ev-
erly Time” the brothers bring off a
two-fold success. Also in April after
six month’s preparation Associated
Recordings came into operation. The
company issues four labels “White-
hall” and “Parliament” both retailing
at 22/6d and “Westminster” and
“Artia” at 39/6.^—all are 12" L.Ps and
confined to classical and folk music
recordings. The company has obtained
exclusive rights to the complete Rus-
sian repertoire. In the same week yet
another company entered the market—The Delta Record Co. Ltd. with a
new and original children’s series
“Tale-Spinners”—issued in a dual
pack—L.P. disk and illustrated book
—both manufactured in France and
retailing at 22/6. Delta has direct
dealer distribution. 24 disks have been
released to date. In March this year
the Saga Record Company launched
its new ‘pop’ label Triumph. Aimed
strictly at the teenage market suc-
cess came quickly with “Angela
Jones,” a first disk by Michael Cox,
which rapidly climbed the charts. An-
other subsidiary company. Triumph
Superfi Sound Ltd., has also been
formed for the manufacture of tape
recorders. In May this year the fa-
mous reed instrument manufacturers.
Matt Hohner of Germany launched
out into the record market and ap-
pointed M. Hohner Ltd. (London) to
handle direct distribution in the
United Kingdom. Pressed in Germany,
the initial release of 10 E.P.s and sin-
gles retail at 12/6d and 7/6d respec-
tively. All geared up to come into

operation in September this year is

Jeff Kruger’s Ember Records Inter-
national Ltd.
During the year manufacturers

have come up with some bright and
original ideas resulting in several in-

teresting releases including the E.M.I.
‘Junior Recox’d Club’ Childrens Se-
ines on the H.M.V. label. Launched
via the company’s highly successful
‘Sound Selling’ technique first inti’O-

duced last Autumn, the series has
proved most popular. The nine initial
7" E.P..S have since been followed by
3 E.P.s on spoi't. Philips and Fontana
introduced thi-ee new series in May
this year “Musical Souvenirs,” 15 7"

E.P.s depicting the music of foreign
lands. Philips ‘Jazz Gallery’ ten 7"

E.P.s by the world’s ‘gi’eats of jazz,’

both at 12/3d and a nine disk release
of “Music From the Ballet” on the
Fontana label. All three series backed
by extensive promotion campaign
‘Zip.’ Gala Recoi-ds welcomed the new
year by issuing a series of language
instruction disks “Instant Learning”—four courses are available—French,
German, Russian and Spanish. Each
come complete with two L.P.s, lesson
books and dictionary costing £,3.00
complete. A further course in Italian
is scheduled for September. Last Sep-
tember Pye launched the Zodiac se-
ries—horoscope recordings by cele-
bi’ated clairvoyant, Maui'ice Woodruff.
The series manufactured in light blue
material introduced colored disks. Pye
repeated this idea in red for its Diana
Dors L.P. “Swinging Dors.”
The year has also been notable for

the stepping up of releases in the
realm of low-priced disks. In August
1959 Pye launched its low-priced
“Golden Guinea” L.P. series retailing
at 21/—(mono) and 27/6 (stereo).
Backed by extensive television and
poster hoarding advertising the first

three releases sold 30,000 in just over
three weeks, sales reached half a mil-
lion in six months. A further twelve
disks were issued in October followed
by twelve more in January 1960. The

foui'th issue came out. in April this

year and a fui-ther batch is planned
for August to coincide with the
“Golden Guinea” first anniversary.
Pye has, this month, introduced a low
priced E.P. series “Pieces of Eight.”
Initial three disks are light classics

appealing to the lover of classical mu-
sic with limited resources. In the fall

of ’59 Pye successfully launched its

label in Australia with an initial re-

lease of eight disks. The label’s skif-

fle king Lonnie Donegan quickly es-
tablished himself with a No. 1 hit

“Does Your Chewing Gum Lose Its

Flavor On The Bedpost Overnight”
followed by “My Old Man’s A Dust-
man.” Lonnie leaves shortly for a
tour of Australia and New Zealand.
In Decemer last year Pye concluded
a new manufacturing and distribut-
ing contract with Cook Caribbean
Ltd. covering the whole of the Brit-
ish West Indies. In October E.M.I.
launched a new series of low-priced
classical recordings under the title

“Concert Classics.” 12" L.P.s for 22/
6d designed to attract the teenager
to high quality recordings by interna-
tionally famous oi’chestras and ai-t-

ists. The initial release of twelve disks
was followed by four more in Decem-
ber. At the same time Philips issued
the first release of its 12" L.P. “Clas-
sical Favorites” series also at 22/6,
thus continuing a policy introduced
earlier in the year of ‘More Value for
Money.’ Each disk is packaged in full

color cover. In April this year the
same company launched a low-priced
singles series “Classical Cameos” on
the Fontana label with twenty-six
recoi'ds made up of popular orches-
tral and operatic works retailing at
6/11 %d. This month the same label
launched another low-priced L.P. se-
ries at 22/6 entitled “Fortune” series.
The first ten releases include disks by
Liberace and music fi’om such well
known show successes as “The Flower
Drum Song,” “My Fair Lady,” “The
King and I,” “Brigadoon,” “Okla-
homa,” “Carousel” and “South Paci-

fic.” A further concession to the low-
priced market came from Decca by^

bringing the price of the R.C.A. Cam-
den records into line with the success-

fully established 'Ace of Clubs’—both
retailing at 21/— . This month comes
the two-pack R.C.A. album—two
L.P.s for the price of one—39/6 with'

disks by Lanza and Caruso. In June
this year the Decca Record Company
celebrated its first decade in the L.P.

field. Having introduced L.P.s to this

country ten years ago they have
coined the slogan ‘First in 1950 and ..

still two years ahead.’ This year has
J

also seen the entry into the low-priced 1

arena by Top Rank with its ‘Buy’ se- #1

ries 12" L.P.s—pops, classics and jazz >
—for 22/— . The first fifteen releases
in April have been followed by a sec-

ond Summer release.

In February 1960 Top Rank cele- >

brated its first anniversary. During '

the year a world wide co-operative
union of independent record manu-
facturers has been set up to market,
catalogue and independently produce
American material purchased on their

behalf in New York and to inter-

change recorded products between
members. Since its formation the
company has moved into new pi-em-

ises at North Row, London. Several
other companies have moved during
the year notably E.M.I. into the new
and modeim Manchester Square head-
quarters. Oriole Records has also

moved into more spacious offices in

New Bond Street while Delyse-Envoy
has expanded into a luxurious suite

of offices in Marylebone Road. Notable
moves have also taken place in the
publishing world —- following last

year’s merger between Keith Prowse
and Peter Maurice, reorganization *

was completed in January this year
when the combined staffs were estab-

lished in the rebuilt Peter Maurice
building in Denmark Street. Mellin

for Denmark Street under the parent
company, Campbell Connelly. Pan
Musik took over the Denmark Street
offices vacated by IDavid Toff Music
when they moved to nearby Newman
Street. Dominion Music previously in
Soho Square is now re-established in

Great Russell Street.

Newly formed publishing' companies
include Francon Music (Harvard &
Mullberry) managed by Jim Kent.
Mercury Music opened up in Golden
Square managed by Dick Howard,
while the Danish company Hansen
Wilheim has now set up business in
London’s Denmark Street with Lorna
Music managed by Alan Paramor. In
November last in association with
Chappell & Co. Ltd. Brittania Music
was inaugurated—directed by Monty
Norman and David Henekar, jointly
responsible for writing the successful
British musical “Make Me An Offer,”
and the publication of this music got
them off to a good start. Norman
and Heneker plan to concentrate on
music from British productions.

Diskwise the past year has been
one of marked success for the British
male performer, with honors fairly
evenly divided between the major la-

bels. Poll Winner—Best Male Vocalist
of the Year—Cliff Richard has en-
hanced his reputation on both sides
of the Atlantic. His “Living Doll” on
Columbia topped the British charts
for several weeks and climbed as high
as No. 38 in The Cash Box Top 100.
His next disk “Travellin’ Light” also
reached the No. 1 slot. On his first

visit to the States Cliff appeared on
“The Perry Como Show” and “The
Pat Boone Show” and toured exten-
sively in the Duane Eddy-Frankie
Avalon package show. His reputation
was further enhanced with his first

major starring role in the British mu-
sical film “Expresso Bongo.” Another
star to hit the No. 1 slot with two
successive disks—Adam Faith on
Parlophone with “What Do You
Want” and “Poor Me.” Faith also
made his mark as a screen actor by
his performance in the British film
“The Moment of Truth.” Marty Wilde,
star of TVs teenage show “Boy Meets

Girls” climbed to the top of the charts
for Philips with “Bad Boy” which also
figured in The Cash Box Top 100.
Marty visited the States earlier this
year. Emile Ford, the 23-year old lad
from the Bahamas, shot to the top of
the charts for Pye with his first ever
disk “What Do You Want To Make
Those Eyes At Me For” followed by
his best selling “On A Slow Boat To
China.” Ford also signed a 52-week
contract with the Grade office. On the
same label Lonnie Donegan became
the first British artist ever to enter
the charts at No. 1 in one week with
his “My Old Man’s A Dustman.”
Craig Douglas gave the Top Rank
label its first No. 1 with “Only Six-
teen” followed by the fast moving
“Pretty Blue Eyes.” Actor turned
singer Anthony Newley had a re-
sounding hit for Decca with “Why”
which stayed at the No. 1 slot for
five weeks and also topped the Best
Selling Sheet Music charts for the
same period. His next disk “Do You
Mind” took him once again to No. 1.

Another welcome British singer to
reach the charts for Decca was Bryan
Johnson with “Looking High High
High” which won him second place
in the Eurovision Song Contest. The
most recent male singers to enter the
charts are Michael Cox with “Angela
Jones” on Triumph and Tommy Bruce
with “Ain’t Misbehavin’ ” on Colum-
bia. Following his highly successful
“Side Saddle” earlier in the year
pianist-composer Russ Conway had
two more No. 1 hits for Columbia
with “Roulette” and “China Tea”—all

three topped the Best Selling Sheet
Music lists. Russ also had his own
TV series. L.P. wise Peter Sellers
followed his first album “Best of
Sellers” with “Songs For Swingin’
Sellers” on Parlophone, climbing to
No. 2 in The Cash Box L.P. chart
while two newcomers hit No. 1 with
their first disks — composer-artist
Paddy Roberts with “Strictly For
Grown Ups” on Decca and Tony
Hancock with “This Is Hancock” on
Pye.

On the female side Anne Shelton

made the charts for Philips with “The

Song of Bernadette” which also
proved a steady seller in the States.
Maureen Evans made, a great impact
for Oriole with her first two disks
“Love, Kisses and Heartaches” and
“The Big Hurt.” Joan Regan’s first

disk for Pye “Happy Anniversary”
proved a good seller and Winifred At-
well made the charts with her medley
“Piano Party” on Decca.

Among the British artists to sign
new disk contracts during the year
were Vera Lynn for M.G.M., Russ
Hamilton for M.G.M., The Beverley
Sisters returned to the Columbia la-

bel, Joan Regan signed for Pye, Roy
Castle for Philips, Lonnie Donegan
for Atlantic in America, Shani Wallis
for Philips, Marion Ryan for Colum-
bia and Dickie Valentine for Pye.

During the last twelve months
transatlantic airlines have been kept
busy with the ever increasing ex-
change of talent between our two
countries. Notable visiting stars from
the States include The Vic Ash Quin-
tet, Otis Blackwell, Pat Boone, The
Browns, Harry Belafonte, The Dave
Brubeck Quartet, Buck Clayton All
Stars, Perry Como, Johnny Cash,
Freddy Cannon, Nat King Cole, Ed-
die Cochran, Chris Connor, Alfred
Drake, Carmen Dragon, Sammy
Davis Jr., Bobby Darin, The Everly
Brothers, Duane Eddy, Eddie Fisher,
Ella Fitzgerald, Connie Francis, Dizzy
Gillespie Quintet, Lena Horne, Rob-
ert Horton, Jerry Keller, The Kid
Ory Creole Band, Liberace, Guy
Mitchell, Jane Morgan, Clyde Mc-
Phatter, Gordon and Sheila McCrae,
The Platters, Johnny Preston, John-
ny Ray, Anna Russell, Jimmy Rush-
ing, Kay Starr, Conway Twitty, Gene
Vincent, Sarah Vaughan, Joni James
and Howard Keel. Notable British ex-
ports have included Frankie Vaughan
who played Las Vegas, appeared on
the Perry Como Show and spent six
months in Hollywood filming “Let’s
Make Love” with Marilyn Monroe.
Lonnie Donegan flew to New York
to cut his first L.P. for Atlantic.
Cliff Richard to New York for TV
and an extensive tour. Dave King to
New York for TV appearances.

Marty Wilde spent a Californian hon-
eymoon and ,Mantovani made his

fourth annual tour of the States.

Anne Shelton appeared with great
success in South Africa and Tomniy
Steele spends six months in Australia
where Lita Roza is being currently
acclaimed. Petula Clark cut an L.P.

in Hollywood and made many appear-
ances on the continent. A1 Saxon
proved himself popular in Scandina-
via and Acker Bilk visited the States

for personal appearances backing his

successful disking of “Summerset.”

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AUSTRALIA A LOOK AT THE RECORD INDUSTRY
1

Over the past four years—actually
since about the time television was in-

troduced in this country for the Olym-
pic Games in 1956—the record indus-
try here has witnessed a steady de-
cline in production figures resulting
from a fall-off at retail sales levels.

This should be causing some con-
cern to the industry as a whole and
some definite and decisive action
should be planned to combat tne pres-
ent situation. But as things stand at
the time of this writing, there is little

being done by the industry to over-
come a situation that could become
drastic if allowed to continue un-
checked.

Whilst everyone in the disk busi-
ness here is confident that the next
twelve months will again see record
consumption regain its status of pre-
television years, it is the opinion of
many that firm changes in policy will
have to be instituted before the
healthy production and sales figures
of some years back can be achieved.

Let’s take a look at record pi’oduc-
tion figures in Australia from 1955 up
till now:

1934-55 7,344,300

1955-

56 8,115,483

1956-

57 9,392,076

1957-

58 8,444,182

1958-

59 7,130,336

To help keep the trade on a strong
economic level and to harness pro-
duction costs and overhead to a posi-
tion in accordance with sales figures,
many feel that the major companies
should consider action on the follow-
ing lines:

(a) Major labels should consider a
cut in the number of individual disks
released here.

(b) Concentrate more on promoting,
advertising and selling a lesser
amount of releases in order to gain
absolute maximum sales from each
number released.

(c) Urgent consideration should be
given to a retail price reduction of
all types and sizes of records.

(d) A special effort should be made
by all interested parties in an attempt
to force a reduction in the present
sales tax figure of 25% which now
applies to records.

(e) A collective Australia-wide pro-
motion campaign to popularize rec-
ords generally could serve to encour-
age countless new record buyers. The
record industry must increase its mar-
ket.

As the ti’ade now stands in Aus-
tralia there is a tremendous percent-
age of the total output by major
American labels released here to a
population the total of which has not
yet reached ten million. This applies
particularly in the hit single field,

where the majority of American hit
singles that reach The Cash Box Top
100 are released here. In addition,
there is a growing output of locally
recorded singles from the major la-

bels. This huge number of individual
singles being released to a population
of about l/17th of the United States’
does not allow for maximum promo-
tion and sales to be obtained from
each release.

In the packaged goods field—with
the exception of EPs—some believe
the position is economically worse for
the record manufacturer, because in

addition to the excessive album fig-

ure being released regularly, many
leading retailers have developed the
practice of importing supplies of al-

bums that are not manufactured un-
der license in this country. Here again
the situation is coming to the stage
where it is increasingly difficult for
promotion and sales personnel to en-
joy the maximum results from LPs
because of the limited time they have
to concentrate on their individual
albums.

Most major companies in Australia
make releases on the average of every

fortnight and in certain cases these
releases are of a size comparable to
say a monthly issue by some impor-
tant American labels.

In view of the huge overall costs in

producing packaged lines, many state
that an unhealthy economy can grow
within the industry unless record com-
panies are able to gain saturation
sales results from each album re-

leased.

It is common gossip in this country
that the smaller record companies
working on a limited LP catalogue
(and financial backing) often gain far
greater unit sales volume with each
individual album than do the powerful
majors with all their resources. This
is not the case of course with original-

cast and soundtrack albums.

RETAIL PRICE CUTS? In order
to popularize records as an entertain-
ment medium with the majority of
people, there is much talk that record
manufacturers should give serious
consideration to a drop in prices and
thereby bring retail prices—especially
for albums—within the reach of more
people, particularly those in the lower
income brackets. With the price
structure for albums as it now stands,
many believe that the present setup
from manufacturer to distributor to

dealer allows each party involved a
profit percentage margin in excess of
the true and realistic value of the
product they are handling.

Whilst John Citizen here is in a
fairly secure financial position, he is

involved in a certain amount of time-

payment commitments for TV, autos

and loads of other things that take

care of his income for many, many
months. This leaves him with little

regular money to “play around with”

and spend on such luxuries as 12"

LPs, which set him back—for top

products—on an average of 55/. which

is better than $5. Since John Citizen

can’t afford to buy his favorite al-

bums when he wants them because of

the cost factor, some say an effort

should be made by record companies
^

to frame the price structure to bring
albums into a bracket that John Citi-

zen can meet, and a price that still

leaves a reasonable margin for manu-
facturer, distributor and retailer.

This could have the effect of interest-

ing “new” people in records at a price

they can afford and could easily in-

crease the sales volume to the stage ^
where the industry would retain sta-

bility and still make rapid progress,
it is reasoned.

There are people here who main-
tain that singles sales have been '

slashed by up to 50% over the past
few years. This is a fantastic fall-off

/

in business for singles and one that is

causing real concern to the Associa- y
tion of Australia Record Manufactur-
ers. Several sound reasons have been
put forward as to the cause of this

big decline in the sales of singles but .

it should be remembered that finding
the cause does not necessarily offer a
solution to the problem.

The matter of Sales Tax is up to

the Government. A 25% sales tax, \
such as we have on records, is no help
to the industry at all. The time is

right now for a special delegation of
record industry chiefs to begin a pres-
sure campaign on Parliamentarians in

order to help to bring about a reduc-
tion in sales tax. The present sales tax
figure is one of the main factors in
slowing up the record business in Aus- «

tralia. These things must be fought

—

and fought quickly. It was confidently
predicted that the last Budget (1959)
would call for a sales tax reduction,

^
but this was not the case and with
the new Budget scheduled for intro-

duction within the next few months,
the time to act on the sales tax prob-
lem has arrived. x

Australian Problem:
The biggest problem facing sales

divisions of the Australian record
plants today is not one of production,
quality or quantity, but is a problem
that is almost exclusive to this coun-
try; it is, “How can we expose the
disks we are contracted to release to
the necessary promotion that each in-
dividual disk should get.” Cost of pro-
duction, exclusive of the actual me-
chanical means of reproduction, is so
steep because of low volume sales that
it is almost prohibitive to lavish pro-
motion on a record and as a result the
industry is obtaining LP sales by pro-
ducing many and frequent releases of
new material. Obviously this is pro-
ducing a false state of affairs and in
several cases has developed into a
landslide ending in the inevitable
bankruptcy.

Consider for a moment the cost of
printing a 4-color cellosheened record
cover in Australia:

Letterpress for the first

1,000 48 cents each

Offset for the first

1,000 39 cents each

Cost of re-prints:

—

Letterpress in lots of
1,000 22 cents each

Offset in lots of
1,000 27 cents each

It is a sobering thought—and a
department in which the greatest
losses or the highest profits can be
made.
Of course, these figures are the low-

est of many quotations obtained from
dozens of printers and the high price
is brought about by the short runs
dictated by sales of average LPs in

this land of ten million people—where
it is estimated that only one home in
four contains any playback equip-
ment.
The solution many feel must be in

the efforts of the record companies to
create a seller’s market. To date this,

a very close study should be made of
contractual agreements between Aus-
tralian and overseas companies where-
by Australian companies are not
forced to release set numbers of disks,
thereby churning out disks like al-

mond cookies.
This situation cannot be rectified

overnight and it would be most un-
wise to attempt this. A gradual svdng
away from the present situation could
be brought about without any drastic
change in the relationships between
licensing companies and their over-
seas affiliates.

How can a retailer do justice to a
weekly release of eighty disks. This
has actually happened from Austral-
ian companies in one week—an ex-
ception of course, but the trend is

there and we must guard against it.

With the easing of import restric-

tions between the United States and
Australia it has become practicable
for an Australian company to import
catalogue items that would othervdse

The Association does not attempt

to govern the policies of individual

member companies in any way but at

monthly meetings discusses problems

affecting the record industry as a

whole, and in this way member com-

panies are guided and strengthened

by the airing of such problems on a

national basis. The Association has
^

done much to break down old world

barriers and has given the industry a

united voice through which to speak.

The general picture in Australia is

one of a consolidated industry look- ,

ing forward with eagerness and en-

thusiasm to the future.

Some wise man once said “It’s bet-

ter to have a market than a mill.” He
could have been aiming this remark
directly at the record industry of Aus-
tralia. We have the mills and they are
capable of an output far in excess of

the present consumer requirements of
this country. BUT, we urgently need
some well planned action to develop
our market, which is “marking time”
and has been doing so for a number
of years.
A situation such as we have here

—

a tremendous capital outlay on pro-
duction and manufacturing plants on
one hand and very little visible in-

crease in consumer sales on the other,

just doesn’t balance out and could
eventually lead to some financial dis-

aster, particularly among the inde-
pendent labels. This is where a well
conducted nationwide promotion drive
could be invaluable to the future of
records in Australia. A similar sug-
gestion was put forward at a meeting
of the Record Manufacturers Associa-
tion some months ago but the sugges-
tion did not materialize.
A slogan of some description such

as—“Only Records Bring All The
World’s Great Talent Into Your
Home” could be adopted on a co-op-
erative basis to be prominently used
by all record companies in their in-

dividual promotion and advertising
activities and could be used by the

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Drastic Change Over The

Past 2 Years in Aussie

Disk Industry

by M. H. Sutcliffe

Mgr. Pye Records, Aust.

The face of the record industry in
the Antipodes has changed consider-
ably over the last two years or so.

The changes have been such that the
task of the record manufacturer here
has been made more difficult than
ever.

One of the most important factors
is the substantial drop in the current
sale of singles compared to the turn-
over they were achieving some three
years ago; in fact I would assess the
fall of sales to be approximately 50%.
The sales of an outstanding hit in
Australia at the moment would border
between forty and fifty thousand cop-
ies and it would have to be excep-
tional to reach this status. Between
two and three years ago the total
sales on similar disks would have
amounted to some hundred thousand.

In the light of the foregoing, some
of the record manufacturers were dis-

mayed to learn of a plan to increase
the retail price of singles from 9/3
(Australian) to 10/. (Australian).
Surely to combat a fall in sales the
most progressive step would be to de-
crease the price if anything—or at
least leave it where it was.
Two major problems affecting sin-

gle sales—in addition to the price
factor—are firstly, the constant hit
parade programming of some radio
stations and secondly, the advent of
yet another popular teenage commod-
ity . . . transistor radios. A combina-
tion of these two factors means that
teenagers can hear the records on the
charts twenty-four hours a day if they
wish—wherever they happen to be.

Why should they go out and buy a
record—they don’t need to!

Another problem which plagues the
lives of manufacturers here is the
practice of some stations or personal-
ities indulging in the import of over-
seas recordings on quite a scale. On
receiving a new batch of recordings,
they promptly proceed to play hell

out of them before they are released
locally. This results in hundreds of
people calling in to record dealers’
stores in an unsuccessful attempt to
buy the records as they have not at
the time been pressed locally. By the
time they are issued, the kids are
tired of asking for them and the
disk jockeys are tired of playing
them . . . and so the wheel turns.
At least the sale of albums is

healthy, thank goodness they seem to
increase vith every month that
passes; however, I have concentrated
my comments on singles as this me-
dium is the troublesome factor at this

juncture. How can we achieve sanity
again in this direction ? By dissuading
radio stations from their present
thoughts on hit parade programming
and burning all radio transistors! Ac-
tually, if the first hurdle were over-
come the second would not present
much of a problem.

The Overwhelming Number

Of Releases in Aust.

by K. East

Sales Mgr., EMI, Ausf.

I think that the most important
feature about the Industry today is

that whilst we are experiencing an
upswing in sales in Victoria and New
South Wales—our major markets

—

some of this will be counteracted by a
falling off in Queensland, South Aus-
tralia, Western Australia and Tasma-
nia, due to the introduction of tele-
vision in those states. Despite this,
however, we should all be able to look
forward to an increasing overall turn-
over for the Commonwealth for as far
ahead as we can see.
One thing I would like to mention

is that the Australian market does
still seem to be having far too many
records thrown upon it, and we are
still running merrily in the rat-race
that commenced about five years ago,
because every overseas record com-
pany of any consequence wants full

representation on this market.
I believe that a letter written to

one of the American trade papers by
Harry Sutcliffe a few months ago on
this subject in which he stated that
overseas manufacturers completely
overestimate the potential of the Aus-
tralian market, stated this situation
very well, and in discussions with
Executives of American Record Com-
panies, I feel that they, too, may now
be swinging around to this way of
thinking.

I would like to suggest that the
American Manufacturer liken the
total Australian market to the record
sales potential of, say. New York or
the County of Los Angeles, or any
cities having a combined population
of ten million people, the difference,

of course, being that the American
distributor would be confining his
activities within a fairly small area
as compared with the expenses in-

volved in distributing a product in a
country having an area almost equal
to that of the United States.

Having got that much off my chest,

I suppose I should say a few words
about E.M.I. During the past five

months, and at this time in particular,

I feel that so far as this Company is

concerned, we can view the future

with a great deal of optimism.
We are now in a position to give

much greater individual attention to

the overseas catalogue we represent,

and this, in turn, must lead to more
beneficial results for all concerned.

The number of record players, stereo

in particular, being sold seems to be

on the increase and as we are now in

a position where we are able to issue

most L P.’s which justify dual release

in both monophonic and stereophonic

form simultaneously. We can look

forward to the stereo market as a
major factor for increased sales dur-

ing 1960 and 1961.

AUSTRALIA
One of the greatest disk sellers throughout Australia is Harry Belafonte—in

fact RCA nominates Belafonte as one of its most popular and consistent stars
in this country. Very soon, all the Belafonte fans will have the opportunity to
see and hear Harry in action when his Australian concert season begins early
in August. Belafonte’s concert tour is being handled by the J. C. Williamson
organization and the Lee Gordon Office. During his fairly lengthly tour RCA
plans an intensive promotion and sales drive on the Belafonte albums they have
released here.
Charming Moira Delray from the Gordon office has been on a visit to

Melbourne this week to arrange bookings and details for the new Lee Gordon
Show starring Pat Boone and Diana Trask with The Diamonds and Dick Caruso.
Moira advises that initial bookings are strong enough to indicate “a sold-right-
out” tour.

In a really “shock” move that took the entertainment world by surprise,
Norman Spencer—program manager and director with GTV-Channel 9 in
Melbourne, handed in his resignation and accepted a key executive position
with Channel 9’s opposition commercial station HSV-Channel 7 which is owned
and operated by the immense Herald-Sun organization. Spencer has made
several trips to the United States during the past few years on program buy-
ing missions.

Italy— The Past 12 Months

A strong campaign has been carried
out to popularize classical music,
making it available to customers of
the low price field.

Music Scene In Benelux Countries
It was an interesting year for the

music business in the Benelux area.
One of the highlights was a low-

priced 45 battle in Belgium, which
was, ironically, begun by a cheese
manufacturer. As an inducement to
consumers to purchase its cheese, the
Frafft Co. offered 45’s at a very
cheap price. The promotion was such
an enormous success that there was
a sales dip in regular retail outlets.
Mainly for this reason, two firms

introduced lines priced the same as
the Frafft disks, first Fonior with its
low-priced Stella label, and, a few
months later, Discotrade with its
Jungle label.

Low-priced disks hardly had any in-
fluence in Holland, where big compa-
nies and thir big stars drew most of
the Dutchman’s dollar. Generally
speaking, the Dutch are very conscious
of quality, and look for it first rather
than price.

There are many juke boxes in Bel-
gium, and they had some influence on
disk sales. Though there are less in
Holland, the disk picture there for
the past year was generally better
and more rose-colored.
Teen talent—as in most countries

—

was in the center of the record busi-
ness. In Benelux, there were many
talent contests and shows. Many disk-
eries cut the winners, but only a few
survived as favorites. These included
Lydia, a songstress, who had the hit,

“Send Me The Pillow,” The Blue Dia-
monds, who hit with the U.S. tunes,
“Oh! Carol” and “Til I Kissed You,”
and Peter & His Rockets, who had
“Kom Van Dat Dak Af.” Both Ameri-
can and German stars are extremely

popular here.
The last year saw consumer predi-

lection for “sweet” jazz, which was
begun with Chris Barber's interna-

tional hit, “Petite Fleur.” Sirnilar
,

successes here were Acker Bilk’s

“Summerset,” and Papa Bue’s Viking
Jazz Band’s “Schlafe Mein Prinz-
chen.” ^
Though still a favorite sound, rock

’n roll took somewhat of a back-seat
over the last twelve months.
The Italian influence was big, vdth

many orchestras and artists visiting ^

the Benelux. A big Italian hit here
was “Marina,” in versions by Rocco
Granata and Willy Alberti.

The French chanson made a come-
back here. A Benelux hit was Edith
Piaf’s “Milord.”
The only commercial radio station

in the Benelux, Radio Luxembourg,
was a prime source of entertainment '

for the youngsters, and, realizing *

this, diskeries sent the station their

latest releases.
Good sales were recorded by disks

which had interpretations of Dutch
and Flemish songs by foreign sing-

ers. These singers don’t sing in their

own language, but in Dutch and
Flemish. One of the top performers ^
in this area was Caterina Valente, who
clicked with such items as “Sweet-
heart,” “My Darling, Mijn Schat,” and
“Bon Giomo.”

In conclusion, though sales of rec-

ords in the last twelve months were
less than in former years, there was
no reason to complain. Insiders feel

that the sales dip was temporary, and ^

that i.he coming record season will be
a very good one.

Of the five Northern countries

—

Finland does not actually belong to
Scandinavia—Sweden is the most
lively, and perhaps the most Ameri-
canized. A song or a record appearing
on the American Hit Parade, particu-
larly if a top hit in the U.S., is always
considered as “having great possibili-

ties” at the Swedish market. The situ-

ation is about the same as far as
Denmark and Norway are concerned.
Iceland and Finland, on the other
hand, might very well accept Ameri-
can tunes, but it seems as the lyric

has to be translated into the native
language if the success is to be com-
plete.

Due to its population (over seven
million) Sweden is the biggest of the
Northern countries as far as con-
sumption of records. But whether
Sweden has the largest number of
record labels in circulation in the
Scandinavian countries is another
question. Undoubtedly, Sweden has
the most lively record production,
which is shown by the listing of do-
mestic-producing record companies in

these five countries. Not less than 25
companies, representing 36 labels, ap-
pear in Sweden, as domestic pro-
ducers. Denmark has 18 labels pre-
senting Danish-made recordings, while
Finland has 13 and Norway eleven.

The list from Iceland has one label,

but there might be a second one in

operation in the country.
There are certain differences in the

record business between the countries.
Sweden is considered the most EP-
minded country in Scandinavia. The
production and sale of single-45’s is

very small, and mainly feeding the
juke boxes only. If any recording
shall have a possibility to grow big
in the Swedish market, it must appear
on an EP before the real sales figures

are developed.
In Norway and Denmark the mar-

ket is different. 45 RPM records (sin-

gles) have their great market there,
while sales on EPs are considered
“secondary.” As far as Finland and
Iceland are concerned, there seems to

be about the same requests for EP’s
as for singles.
The number of labels appearing in

the Swedish market is extremely high.
Excluding those “record clubs” which
mainly sell thru magazine advertising,
the number of labels in the regular
market is at the present time more
than 200, spread thru some 40 com-
panies. Most of them are imported di-

rectly from abroad (mainly USA).
Looking at the local Hit Parades

in Sweden, one must realize how
strong the American influence really
is. A fact is that working in the field

and having had years of experience
of the Swedish Hit Parades, one con-
siders it an “occasion” when a
Swedish song happens to become a
number one seller. The same situation
exists in Norway, while the Danish
Hit Parade usually has a larger per
cent of domestic songs on its list than
Sweden or Norway. Finland also
seems to be favoring its domestic
song writers, similarly in Iceland.
There are no longer any import re-

strictions in any of the Scandinavian
countries, as far as record imports
are concerned. Last country to lift

these restrictions was Denmark in

March of this year. In exchange, the
governments have raised the federal
luxury tax on records, making LP
records particularly more expensive
in Scandinavia than in many other
parts of the world.

Radio is considered an important
area for record people in most coun-
ti’ies. This is also true in Scandinavia.
But since the radio stations in Scan-
dinavia are government-owned non-
commercial companies, the record
people have a small chance to get
any greater promotion thru the ra-
dios. Also TV is non-commercial, ex-
cept in Finland where there are two
commercial stations in operation along
with the government-controlled non-
commercial station. However, record
people try every chance to get their
records played—sometimes on what
looks like a commercial basis. This
was the case in Denmark a couple of
years ago, when there was (and still

is) a weekly record hour over the
Danish Radio. The listeners were
asked to send money to charity, and
along with the money, their record
requests. The records to be played
were chosen like a lottery and if a
record company sent enough requests
(accompanied by a small amount of
money), they could be sure to get
their records played. This caused
laughs as well as headlines in Den-
mark as well as the other Northern
countries.
The music trade in Sweden is now

locking forward to what will happen
when a pirate radio station called
Radio Nord will start its operations
on September 15th. The station is lo-

cated on board a ship outside the
three-mile border, and according to
Jack Kotschack, head of the station,
it will be heard by some 80,000 fami-
lies. Kotschack has also said that “the
need for records will be very great’’
and has suggested close cooperation
between the radio station and the
record companies. The Radio Nord
will, of course, operate as a commer-
cial radio station, and at the present,
its main problem seems to be to find

a flag under which the ship can op-
erate. It was supposed to run Nica-
ragua’s flag, but some diplimatic
activity between Sweden and Nica-
ragua, when the Swedish government
reminded the Nicaraguan government
tiial the latter had signed an interna-
tional agreement according to which
it promised not to appear in such
connections, Nicaragua backed out
and declared that Radio Nord would
not operate as a Nicaraguan ship.

It is known that many people are
waiting to see what will happen with
Radio Nord and its flag problems. If

the station finds a way to start its

broadcasts, there will probably appear
ether ships all around the Scandina-
vian countries, broadcasting on com-
mercial basis. At the present, there
is already Radio Merkur, operating in

Oresund (between Sweden and Den-
mark). It is reported doing very well
during the two years it has been
operating.

This time of the year, summer,
means that business is down. The sale

of records from June to August is

always the “critical period” in Scan-

dinavia.

Capitol "Surprised And Shocked"
At FTC Payola Complaint

HOLLYWOOD—Glenn E. Wallichs
and John K. Maitland, chairman of
the board and president, respectively,
of Capitol Records Distributing last
week issued the following statement
in connection with the complaint re-
cently received by CRD from the Fed-
eral Trade Commission:
“CRDC is surprised and shocked by

the FTC complaint charging that it

has engaged in the practice of
‘payola.’ On at least two previous oc-
casions CRDC has cooperated with
the FTC in its investigation into the
so-called ‘payola’ situation. The FTC’s
complaint gives no facts in support
of the blanket charges: no names, no
dates, no cities. It doesn’t even state
what form of ‘payola’ is claimed to
have been given. CRD’s attorneys are
endeavoring to learn from the Com-
mission at the present time specifi-
cally what those charges may be.

“Until we are properly informed
by the FTC as to specific charges, we
can only reiterate that we are shocked
and surprised by the complaint.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK
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“JOHNNY’S MOOD”—Johnny Mathis—
Columbia CL 1526

Johnny’s Mood here is like all previous Mathis
LP moods, sultry ballads delivered in his usual
softly caressing, sensual voice. Glenn Osser’s fid-

dles glide lightly behind him as he offers an ex-
emplary reading of Kern’s “The Folks Who Live
On the Hill;” returns “How High the Moon” to

its original ballad setting; and immaculately
renders such other superbia as “Stay Warm,”

“MARCH ALONG WITH MITCH”—Mitch Miller

In the
guitar spotlight they are coordinated with a
combo and a dum-da-dum chorus, advancing good
listening of “Caravan,” “A Foggy Day,” “On the
Alamo,” “A Tree In The Park” and “Stompin’ At
the Savoy.” Stereo is an asset.

“SOUL OF FLAMENCO”—Sabicas—ABC Para-
mount ABCS-339
Master Flamenco artist Sabicas creates another

album of intense excitement. Here his almost un-
believable guitar is aided and abetted by brother
Diego on second guitar, a dancer and a singer;
joined to draw the listener into the mysterious
and fiery passions of the music. The eight tracks
run the gamut from solo guitar to the full com-
plement. Stereo is almost a must here.

“LOOK WHO’S SINGING”—Jay North-
Kern LP27
Though the liner-notes glaringly avoid saying

it, blond, tousel-haired Jay is none other than
TV’s “Dennis the Menace.” In this new role as
singer, it is natural that a program of original
tunes have been fashioned to fit his TV person-
ality, and in an ordinary youngster’s voice he
offers such moppet musings as “What Good is a
Girl,” “Rain’s A Pain,” “Gotta Get Dressed
Again,” “What Is a Mom” and conversely, “What
Is a Dad.” Substantial kiddie fare, hyped by the
national TV publicity.

“COUNTRY MUSIC SPECTACULAR”—Various
Artists—Starday SLP 117

This is indeed a spectacular. Starday, in sur-

veying the greatest 10 years in the history of

country music—1950 to 1960—has put together a
package of thirty six of the top songs of the

decade in a two disk album. Such outstanding-

hits as “A Satisfied Mind,” “Gonna Find Me A
Bluebird,” “I Walk the Line,” “City Lights,” “The
Same Old Me,” “Under Your Spell Again” and
endlessly on, are superbly performed with their
original flavor by George Jones, James O’Gwynn,
Frankie Miller, Cowboy Copas, Leon Payne and
others. An irresistible bargain at the $4.98 retail

price.

“MEDLEYS FOR DANCING FROM 10 HIT
BROADWAY SHOWS”—Paul Taubman at the
Penthouse Organ—Columbia CL 1468
Host and entertainer at his NY Penthouse Club,

Taubman’s second disk for the label is a roundup
of sparkling dance medleys of tunes from the
stage. The beat is bright, the melodies are kept
simple, and the mood is dancing for Taubman’s
instrumental versions of songs from “Kiss Me
Kate,” “Bells Are Ringing,” “Finian’s Rainbow”
and “Gypsy,” among others. Pleasant, easy-going-

session.

JAZZ PICK OF THE WEEK
“WITHERSPOON, MULLIGAN, WEBSTER AT
THE RENAISSANCE”—Hifijazz J426

Riding the crest of a current surge of popu-
larity, Witherspoon is teamed with saxists Mulli-

gan and Webster in a set cut “live” at the L.A.
club. The singer’s big, virile voice is matched by
his instrumental co-stars’ approach, yet he steals

the show from them in his vigorous readings of

blues stalwarts “Every Day,” “C. C. Rider,” “Roll

’Em Pete” and “Trouble In Mind.” The Lieber-
Stoller “Coin’ To Kansas City” falls flat in com-
parison to the others. The spark of an in-person
performance makes this a top value.

“THE JAZZ MODES”—Atlantic 1306
A new group, the first one to feature a French

horn. In this role, Julius Watkins is the most
likely, for he is probably the most advanced of
the hornists. His co-star is Charlie Rouse, a vig-
orous, cooking tenorman, who supplies the neces-
sary contrast to the subtle tones of a French
horn. And they’re both tied up with a reliable

rhythm section. The group achieves an unusual
sound, on some tracks using either soprano or
baritone saxes. Selections are all originals. An in-

teresting group with future growth prospects.

“GOLDEN DAY’S”—King Pleasure—
Hifijazz .1425

In 1952 King Pleasure recorded his lyric ver-
sion of James Moody’s improvisation of “I’m In
the Mood For Love” and started a variation of
jazz singing which today has culminated in Lam-
bert, Hendricks & Ross. Now, King Pleasure re-

turns to the disk scene with an album which con-
tains a new arrangement of the famous “Moody’s
Mood For Love” as well as “All of Me” (based
on an Illinois Jacquet solo), “Parker’s Mood”
(Charlie Parker), “Don’t Worry ‘Bout Me” and
“Tomorrow Is Another Day” (Stan Getz). A West
Coast group assists instrumentally. Welcome back
for the King.
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“THE WILD JAZZ AGE”—Wilbur de Paris Plays
Music of the Twenties—Atlantic 1336
An engaging backward view at the kind of

jazz that was being played during the Twenties
according to Wilbur de Paris. The two most pop-
ular tunes of the era are here—“Charleston” and
“Runnin’ Wild”—but it is the group’s work on
the lesser-known numbers which are of more in-

terest. “Blues Ingee,” a de Paris original; “Rail-
road Man,” “That Thing Called Love” and “Tell
’Em About Me,” are delightful bits of corn mir-
roring the era. As entertainment it’s fine, but as
a jazz album it falls short on originality.

“APPERCEPTION”—Jimmy Wisner Trio-
Chancellor CHJS-5014

Wisner, a fast-developing major piano voice on
the West Coast, uses a block-chord approach and
has a sound similar to that of Randy Weston.
Wisner, though, is the more original and here has
much more consistent rhythm support. He him-
self has an infectious rhythmic approach to the
piano which shows to excellent advantage in his
choice of tunes: “Sometimes I Feel Like A
Motherless Child,” “I’ll Remember April,” “Love
Look Away” and “Baby Shoes,” an original. Pleas-
ant, sometimes exciting, album.

“SATIN DOLL”—Barbara Carroll

—

Kapp KL-1193
The female jazz pianist’s artistry, absent from

disks for a while, returns happily on this Kapp
outing, which has her backed by a Jack Elliot-

directed ork. The tracks on which her accompani-
ment is not much more than simple rhythm are
fine
—“Satin Doll,” “Surrey With the Fringe On

Top,” “A Sleepin’ Bee”—but on some tracks the
strings intrude too much. There is a lot of origin-

ality here, yet somehow it lacks the spark to

make it more than mildly interesting listening.

CLASSICAL PICKS OF THE WEEK
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“IGNACE JAN PADEREWSKI AT THE
PIANO”—Distinguished Recordings HF 101
The Paderewski legend continues strongly nine-

teen years after the artist’s death, and these re-

cordings, probably unearthed from a private col-

lection, will do much to strengthen it even more.
The familiar pieces here—Chopin’s “Polonaise No.
1” and “Valse” in A#, Beethoven’s “Moonlight”
sonata (misnumbered on the jacket), Liszt’s

“Hungarian Rhapsody” No. 2 and Paderewski’s
own “Minuet”—are attacked in the striking, bold
manner which established his reputation. An un-
usual collector’s item.

TCHAIKOVSKY: “1812 Overture,” “Capriccio
Italien;” RIMSKY-KORSAKOFF: “Russian
Easter Overture,” “Capriccio Espagnol”—Vienna
State Opera Orchestra conducted by Maurice
Abravnel, with the Deutschmeister Band—West-
minster XWN-18924
One thing all these four pieces have in common

is they all have tremendous appeal to the less

serious inclined classical music fans. Comprised
of interesting whistle-able melodies, many of

which have been borrowed from folk sources they

all benefit from brilliant orchestrations, espe-

cially the “1812,” the featured piece.

Further sessions are lined up every day this week. After this week’s session
both Vera and her husband-manager, Harry Lewis, seemed delighted with the
results and full of praise for the magnificent accompaniment of Geoff Love and
his Orchestra as well as the conditions at E.M.I.’s Abbey Road Studios. A & R
manager. Normal Newell commented “I’m terribly proud to be recording Vera
over here—it’s an opportunity I’ve always hoped would come my way since
the war years when I heard her sing ‘We’ll Meet Again.’ To me she really was
the Forces Sweetheart.”
Triumph Records have now severed all connection with Saga Records and

are handling its own distribution through newly appointed wholesalers. The
company’s new offices are at 5/6, Clements Inn, Strand, London, W.C.2. Triumph
are currently riding high in the charts with “Angela Jones” by Michael Cox
and have this week concluded an agreement with Jeff Kruger who will press
and release the disk on the Ember International label for the overseas market.
Kruger told The Cash Box that they have already been exported to all countries
except Australia and Scandinavia and that negotiations for release in the
States are being handled by Ember International’s American associate, Buddy
Kaye. Kruger stated “The adoption of this American system of distribution
helps the smaller independent companies to go it alone.” Triumph have recently
signed singer Don Fox whose first titles for August release are “It Ain’t What
You Do” backed with his own composition “Out There.” On the same label,
pianist Joyce Hatto has recorded the Theme from “The Apartment” from the
film of the same name.

Craig Douglas, currently appearing for a summer season at the Essoldo
Theatre, Brighton, has been offered a two-week season at Stockholm’s open
air Tivoli Theatre in September followed by engagements in Norway and Den-
mark. His latest disk for Top Rank is “Oh What A Day.” Lorrae Desmond off
to South Africa for appearances in Durban and Johannesburg after which she
flies direct to Australia to do a sound series of eight shows for A.B.C. followed
by six television shows, guest spots and cabaret.
Much in demand these days is leading deejay David Jacobs who recently

made his first visual television ‘commercial.’ In September, he will compare a
series of twelve fashion shows and on October 16 will be in charge of a special
television “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” show given in aid of The
Stars Organisation for Spastics.

Decca
plan another Newley LP for Autumn release.
With “Tell Laura I Love Her” by Ray Peterson climbing still higher in the

American charts, Decca, who originally felt the disk to b^e in bad taste and
unsuitable for British release, has reconsidered the matter and will issue it on
August 12. The BBC has passed it for broadcasting, and Bill Ward of Lawrence
Wright which publishes the number is working hard to repeat its American
success.
David Whitfield, who just returned to London from his four month Australian

tour starts rehearsals for an up-to-date revival of the famous musical “Rose
Marie” by Otto Harbach and Oscar Hammerstein, with music by Rudolph Friml
and Herbert Stothart, to be presented at The Victoria Palace by Tom Arnold
and Leslie A. MacDonnell on August 22. Co-starring will be Stephanie Voss,
Ronnie Stevens and Maggie Fitzgibbon. Director is Freddie Carpenter.
Brenda Lee standing at No. 1 in The Cash Box Top 100 with “I’m Sorry”

makes a welcome and fast climbing return to the British charts on Brunswick
(over 70,000 sales). Like her previous hit “Sweet Nuthin’s” the number is pub-
lished by Peter Maurice who also have “Mama” by Connie Francis on MGM,
and Marty Wilde’s latest waxing for Philips “Angry” which looks like making
the Top Ten. This is a number Marty recorded whilst in the States earlier this
year where it is released on Epic.

Marty’s two-year contract with Harold Fielding signed at the beginning of
the year terminated after six months. His Manager, Larry Parnes, has plans
for presenting the star in a West End musical after his current summer season
at Bournemouth.
The Bryanston film of John Osborne’s London and Broadway stage success,

“The Entertainer,” starring Sir Laurence Olivier is due for release on July 28—.Top Rank plan simultaneous release for the soundtrack LP. Music is pub-

/ Norway is one of the countries where the record people do not complain
4bout the last season. Eilif Meyer, head of record dept, at A/S Nera (handling
EGA and Warner Bros.) in Oslo, told me that “the past season has been one
of the best we’ve had.”

Oslo by summer is usually one of the most attractive capitals in Scandi-
navia, as it is surrounded by mountains on three sides and the fjord (bay) on
one side. This year, however, one has too few chances to appreciate its

natural beauty, too much rain too often evei'y day has made Oslo and great
parts of Norway the most wet part of Scandinavia. So far, it has been a
summer with great changes for indoor amusements. The only problem is that

there are very little of this kind in Oslo. One night-club. Restaurant Telle, is

open until four o’clock. People can get in until three o’clock in mornings, but
on other hand, one single night-club is too little and therefore it is more or

less impossible to get in after midnight.
Several floorshows on various restaurants tries to give the Norwegians

in general and tourists in particular some amusements. Main problem, at least

from the tourists side, is the fact that those restaurants close around mid-
night. At the Chat Noir, a world-wide wellknown show theatre, the Casino
Revue is giving two performances nightly, with British singer and record
star A1 Saxon as the most wellknown name.
Norwegian is the local language, but a walk at Karl Johan, the leading

street of Oslo, gives a nice collection of the world’s languages heard, with
American the probably most dominating. Studying the license numbers on
cars seen in Oslo, one realizes that Swedes and German and British are

among the most frequent visitors in Oslo this summer.
Returning to the record season, the local daily Verdens Gang has recently

made an investigation about “most popular records during the first six months
1960.” Rocco Granata’s “Marina” topped the list with 4452 points followed
by “Er du glad i meg enna, Karl Johan” sung by Nora Brockstedt with 2540
points. The former is a Cupol release and the latter was recorded on RCA,
both records distributed by A/S Nera, which might explain why Meyer was
so enthusiastic about the season. “Marina” looks like the most dominating

Summertime is vacation time, and all the world becomes a playground, ex-
cept in the record business. Just as in America, the novelty tune has taken
oyer and has brought thousands of people into the shops to pick up the new
hits. In America, it’s “Alley-Oop” and “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow
Polka Dot Bikini,” and in Germany the same type of material styled for the
European mentality is hitting the charts. Light French styled numbers are
the order of the day._ Conny is already in the top 5 with her “Midi-Midinette”
for Electrola, and Vico Torriani has a new hit on his hands with a number
called “Kalkutta Liegt Am Ganges” (Calcutta is on the Ganges river). It tells
the story of a French gal named Madeleine. Oriental styled “Mustafa” by
Greek singer Leo Leandros is crowding the top tunes, and Belgium hillbilly
singer, Bobbyjaan, has his follow up to “Ich Steh An Der Bar Und Habe Kein
Geld” (A pub with no beer) in “Ich Weine In Mein Bier” (I cry in my beer).
One of the popular summer trends is the covering of German folk songs and
classical music tunes with dixieland arrangements. At present the tunes that
fall in this category are too numerous to mention. “Last Night On The Back
Porch” has been recorded as a Cha Cha under the German title “Gestern
Nacht Im Mondschien” (Last night in the moonlight), also for the summer
buyers, and there are 6 versions of “Down By The Riverside” done with 3 dif-
ferent lyrics. Bryan Hyland’s “Bikini” is being quickly covered by many top
artists. Publisher Paul Siegel reports from Berlin that the tune will be done by
Caterina Valente for Teldec, English youngster Laurie London for Electrola,
American Bill Ramsey for Polydor, and Danish duo Nina & Frederick on
Metronome, all with the German lyrics titled “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie
Honolulu Strand Bikini” (Strand-Beach). Hyland’s original is also being rush
released by Teldec. With so many top names recording this tune, there is

bound to be stiff competition, and the tune is certainly destined for hitsville
here.

In my column of July 16, I wrote a story on Germany’s top hit, “Wir Wollen
Niemals Auseinander Geh’N” (We’ll Never Part). Now, action has started
on the American side of the ocean. Once again Paul Siegel is involved. Paul
is Germany’s only American publisher and also holds down a DJ post on
Berlin radio. He recently closed a deal with American Publisher George Pincus.
First of all, Paul called top lyric writer A1 Stillman who wrote lyrics for such
hits as “The Breeze & I,” “I Believe,” “Chances Are,” and “Moments To Re-
member.” Paul played the “Wir Wollen” record from Heidi Bruhl for Al, and
A1 wrote lyrics across the ocean over long distance telephone. The costs were
terrific, but so is the lyric. This waltz should have a very good chance state-
side. Paul also picked up the rights for the newest songs from Germany’s top
star, “Freddy.” Freddy, who has had 5 million sellers in the past 3 years, is

finally represented in America with his first release on Decca. The two tunes
are “Melodie Der Nacht” (Melody of Night) & “Irgendwann Gibt’s Ein
Wiedersehn” (Sometime we’ll meet again). Plans are now being formulated to
send Freddy, who speaks perfect American-style English, to America for
Ed Sullivan Show, and for recordings in English. He sings somewhat like

Marty Robbins with a German folk song flavor, and is definitely the biggest
star at this time here. Both the Freddy songs and the Heidi Bruhl smash will
be published jointly by George Pincus Corp. and Siegel’s American firm. Sym-
phony House Corp.

Germany’s youngest major record company, Ariola is moving in a big way.
Already established with such stars as Jan & Kjeld (“Banjo Boy”), French
songstress Dalida (“The Days That The Rains Came”), Peter Wegen (“The
End”), Hillbilly Bobbyjaan (“A Pub With No Beer”) and many others, the
firm is now on the lookout for more stars. They have started a talent hunt
in the form of clubs in 130 different cities in Germany, Austria and Switzer-
land. Ariola has also formed its own television and film producing company
featuring their artists.

melody in many ways, not less than five different recordings appear on the
list of the “most popular 50 records during this year’s first 26 weeks.” Elvis

Presley with “Stuck On You” came in sixth, which shows a growing
_

popu-
larity for Elvis, who formerly had certain difficulties with hitting in the

Norwegian market.
There are sevei’al record labels in the Noi’wegian market, maybe not as

many as in Sweden where there are some 200 labels on sale, but not too far
from it. On other hand, the number of domestic labels are very few, only 11

labels handled by six companies are making local recordings.
Norwegian record companies seldom published any sales figures, but it is

considered as a very good result, almost extremely good, when a record

passes 50,000. Most records, at least from the leading companies, are pressed
in Norway. Until some years ago, certain import restrictions and high cus-

toms made it difficult to sell imported records, and therefore the Norwegian
companies started pressing their records within the country. It is understood
that nowadays some of the former restrictions has been lifted, but there are
still some points which record people should like to have changed.
Norway has a ten per cent federal luxus tax on everything

_

sold in the

country. Some years ago, the shops showed all prices divided (ie. the price

plus the tax) but the government didn’t like the people to know exactly how
much they had to pay in taxes, and a new law said that all prices should
include taxes without dividing the sums.

It might be of some interest to tourists to know_ that Norway is probably
the only Scandinavian country where there still exists restrictions as far as

alcohol is concerned. The sale of alcohol is handled by a government monopoly.
Most restaurants serve alcohol, except on Saturdays and Sundays when
nothing stronger than wine and beer is allowed.

had one-half the energy I had twenty years ago, and needed the
money badly, I honestly believe I could go out this minute and
start working on a program that would double my present dol-
lar gross within 6 months’ time.”

The Cash Box: I didn’t think Queens County offered that much
potential to an operator. Where would you find one hundred
new locations?

Brooklyn Operator: He wouldn’t have to double his number of
locations, just double his gross. There are dozens of ways of
increasing weekly income.

Queens Op: Of course there are and if I had the need for the
additional income I’d soon find the energy to go out and start

promoting. That’s the way I got where I am. I still hit the route
once a week with the prime purpose of stimulating business on
my present location. I know every location owner on the route
and I talk business with each one at least once a month. Why
last week I doubled the weekly take in one location with the in-

stallation of a new game, in addition to the game that is still on
location in that spot. The owner asked for another machine
but I convinced him what he needed was the smaller game in
addition to the one he asked me to remove and I tell you the
gross at this morning’s collection was more than double what
it has been all year long. If I wanted to, I’d call on many addi-

tional locations and have them do the same thing. I just don’t
have the drive necessary for such an all-out effort.

CB: What else would you do in present locations to stimulate
play?

Queens Op^ I’d do what I’ve been doing all spring and summer.
Take a look in the trunk of my car and you’ll find a load of
wallets and baseball gloves. These are the prizes I’ve introduced
throughout my locations for high-score tournament play. The
locations love it. The cost is low. Believe me the gross has in-

creased in every instance.

Brooklyn Op: I’ve used the same type premiums. And I’ve

pushed in up to three machines in a place that wouldn’t make
a go with one formerly. I told one location owner that I’d go
along with the investment on a new machine if he’d work with
me on the premiums and prizes. He’s never been so happy. I

agree with you. If I wanted to, I bet I could leave this office

right now and before the day is over increase collections on at

least half a dozen locations. It only takes time and energy. I

don’t have much of either and the drive left me years ago.

CB: What about new type locations? Any ideas on this as a
means of a brand new operator getting started in the business?
Where would he begin?

Queens Op: I’ll show you a chain of frozen custard outlets that

are just waiting to be plucked. What’s wrong with installing a

juke box, a game and a cigarette machine on the premises?
No room ? Make room ! Set up a covered corner of the parking
lot, and every one of ’em has ample parking facilities, throw
in three or four machines, work with the central buying office

on a program for its entire chain and you might stand a chance
of walking out with, not one, but close to 100 new locations!

If you can show them how to make money you’ll get the deal
and please don’t tell me they won’t go foi^ it. Who do you know
that has been turned down? Me? I don’t want any part of it. I

don’t need the income and I don’t have the energy to make the
first call.

CB: What about money? Where will the cash come from to

pay for this equipment?

Brooklyn Op: If you think that for one minute any distributor
in this town wouldn’t help an operator finance a money making
deal such as this then you just haven’t tried to do business/ with
them. These distributors would be happy to hear from at least

one guy like this each month! If the deal is solid he’d have no
trouble getting the equipment.

CB: You fellows sure have put the finger on the others who
talk as if the world were coming to an end when it comes to

expanding.

Brooklyn Op: There’s always room for one more no matter
what business and as far as coin machines are concerned we’ve
both proven that on our own locations. There’s no such thing
as a maximum collection figure from any route.

Queens Op: And there isn’t a young man in this business who
couldn’t prove that statement if he went out and tried!

aural 45 and 33-1/3 rpm speeds. Co-
lumbia released its first 7" 33-1/3 sin-

gle last year and enabled The See-
burg Corporation to begin a mer-
chandising program which eventually
developed into the present “Artist of

the Week” promotion.
Liberty Records advised that the

• Hear Publicity Firm
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Five Operating Firms

Approve Plan Calling

For 2000 Machines

At $1.75 Per Game

NEW YORK—New York games op-

erators were invited to listen to a
presentation prepared by the Craig-
Todd Agency, Inc., marketing and
publicity firm, Thursday evening,
July 28, at the Henry Hudson Hotel.

The project was billed as a program
which would increase play and col-

lections in New York’s City coin-op-

erated amusement games. While the
turnout was effected by the timing
the program as presented by the
marketing-publicity men appeared to

deserve the attention of every games
operator in the area and did receive
the approval of five operating com-
panies.
The promotion is to be called,

“King of the Games Contest” and will

embrace a city-wide amusement games
tournament which will run tor thir-

teen weeks. The cost to each operator
will be approximately $1.75 per loca-

tion per week for a total of $20 for
the 13 week period. Prizes will be
awarded to winners ranging from a
free trip to the Caribbean Sea, to a
1960 Ford Thunderbird. The publicity
firm expects an enrollment of 2000
games bringing a total of $40,000 in

for the thirteen week program. Ac-
cording to the promotion firm’s offi-

cials the initial cost of this program
will reach just about this figure. Prof-
its for the firm are expected to be
made on re-runs, which if are con-
ducted as is expected, should run for
months on end.

Basically, the idea of the games
contest is to announce the tourna-
ment, stir up interest through ad-
vertising, enroll applicants for play,
provide for a 4-week “warm-up” pe-
riod in every location, (which natur-
ally will increase play in each loca-

tion), choose the ten highest scores
regardless of the machine played on
from each location, and start a series

of play-offs complete with attendant
publicity and public relations pro-
grams. Location champions will be
decided with the resultant regional
champs playing off once more. Boro
champs will classify as finalists for
city-wide championship play-offs. The
contest is expected to be accompanied
by an all-out public relations effort
along the lines of what has been done
in this area by the PR Committee
of NYSCMA. If the contest does
nothing else but increase play in the
locations it should be well worth the
cost. Should it come off as the success
hoped for, the “King of the Games
Contest” could snow-ball into a life-

line of renewed vitality for the games
business in New York.
The program entails on-premise

advertising with posters, stickers,
cards, name badges and blackboard
score-boards. Newspaper publicity
is hoped for and is actually a prime
function of the Craig-Todd Agency.
Feature story coverage, celebrity
participants, brewery and distiller-

participation, et al, are all on the
agenda. However, the initial project
calls for approval by operators of a
total of 2000 games in New York (all

five counties). The Thursday evening
meeting brought about a 20% return
with Forest Hills Music, Regal Music,
City Music, Jabco, and Supreme
Automatic, all giving the promotion
firm the go-ahead sign.
The Craig Agency head, Martin

L. Greenfield, who conducted the pre-
sentation, expressed a knowledge of
the coin machine business, its make-
up, and present economical status,
and advised that the firm has con-
ducted research on a small scale to
find out more of the problems con-
fronting games operators in this

area. “We decided that the coin ma-
chine operator is the only business
man in the world who cuts off all

sales and production efforts the mo-
ment he has a chance of earning

money. Whether its beer or soap,

once any product is placed in a loca-

tion, twice as much money and time

is expended to move that product out

of the retail store at a profit. As far

as we can see all promotion stops

once the location is either bought or

“sold” and your machine goes in. All

our program is designed to do is to

promote your product now' that it’s in

the location in order for you to make
a profit, rather than pay the location

more money to keep the machine on

the premises in order that it may de-

preciate,” stated Greenfield.

The Craig-Todd firm originally ap-

proached several games operators

whom they have known on a personal

basis and explained the contest idea.

They were directed to Teddy Blatt,

of Haskell & Blatt, attorneys for

several operating firms in the area.

Blatt thought highly of the idea as a

means of stimulating play on loca-

tion and organized the meeting.
