WNBC-New York on July 29 based much of its programming on material
culled from The Cash Box disk jockey poll which appeared in our 18th Anni-
versary issue. . . . Cleveland KYW Radio’s Swingin’ Sweeney won the annual
Oil Can Derby sponsored by the Standard Oil Co. of Ohio. The race, for radio
and television personalities in Cleveland, is held each year in conjunction with
the Cleveland Plain Dealer’s Soap Box Derby. The broadcaster’s race is a
humorous and much-awaited highlight of an afternoon of youthful enthusiasm
viewed by 10,000 spectators. Sweeney, a newcomer to Cleveland, having shifted
to KYW last month from WHOT-Youngstown, beat out eight others racing
down a steep hill in midget cars. . . . While on the subject of cars. . . . Bob
Sievers, WOWO-Ft. Wayne disk jockey, figured recently in a supreme hoax
but took it like a sport. (Did he have any choice?) While he was driving an
old-fashioned mail buggy to the rural mail carrier’s convention in Decatur,
Ind., he was held up by armed, masked desperadoes who tied up the baffled

deejay and left him in a wooded area, taking the listeners’ mail he was deliv-

Ferguson Talent agency. Winning gal will get an all-expense paid trip to Las
Vegas for her and her parents. . . . KEX Wacky Waikikians enliven Multno-
mah County Fair: The DJ’s at the Portland, Ore., station worked up a comedy
act for local personal appearances known as the KEX Wacky Waikikians. They
inflicted themselves on Multnomah County Fairgoers but luckily it was for
only one appearance. . . . Now that the party conventions are over and the
1960 political “talk-a-thon” just underway, WCIKR-Miami disk jockeys thought
listeners had heard more than enough talk; so for an entire day last week,
jockeys Jim Tate, George Patrick, Tom Looney and Rick Shaw whispered only.

The Ventures

Don Wilson, Bob Bogle and Nokie
Edwards, guitarists, and Howie John-
son, drummer, the four young men
who make up the instrumental group
known as the Ventures, are quickly
rocketing to stardom via their first

recording, “Walk, Don’t Run.”
The history of the group goes back

only two years when Don and Bob
began taking guitar lessons together.
They appeared for a while as a double
in clubs in their home town of Ta-
coma, Washington. In Febi-uary of
this year the group was enlarged to
include two more musicians from Ta-
coma and the four quickly gained
recognition as a top instrumental
combo around town.
The group was “discovered” by

Josie Wilson who immediately re-
corded them in “Walk, Don’t Run” for
release on his local Blue Horizon
label. Reaction was so quick that
Dolton Records, a Liberty affiliate,

bought the master and released it

through Liberty distribution chan-
nels, assuring nation-wide distribu-
tion of the record. That’s all that was
needed, for the song gained immedi-
ate acceptance—jumping this week
into the #9 slot on The Cash Box Top
100 .

The Ivy Three

Like so many of their contempo-
raries, the three young men who com-
prise the Ivy Three met while at-
tending the same school and began
singing together strictly on a cam-
pus entertainment basis. Their suc-
cess with their classmates led them
into professional work and eventually
to a record date which resulted in

the novelty hit, “Yogi.”
The group, consisting of twenty-

three year old Long Islander’s Don
Rubin, Charlie Cane and Artie Berk,
first assembled on the campus of
Adelphi College in Garden City, Long
Island. Each realized an individual
ambition to sing and together found
local success in this ambition. Dates
at college functions and local clubs
followed.
Then came what the boys consider

their first big break—an audition for
Shell Records and a recording con-
tract. Shell producers and song-
writers Lou Stallman and Sid Jacob-
son came up with the “Yogi” song,
based upon the Hucklebei'ry Hound
TV character, and this was set as the
Ivy Three’s first record. It proved to

be a wise choice.

FCC Report Sets-Down
NEW YORK—In a “report and state-
ment of policy” just released, the FCC
has re-affirmed that the foundation of
its authority over broadcasting rests
upon the operation of outlets in the
“public interest, convenience and ne-
cessity.” While highly emphatic in its

stand against governmental censor-
ship, the agency notes in the report
that the “Commission may not grant,
modify or renew a broadcast station
license without finding that the op-
eration of such station is in the pub-
lic interest.”

The report is largely based on nine-
teen days of public hearings con-
ducted by the FCC between December
7, 1959 and February 1, 1960. The
report includes a separate statement
of dissent from Commissioner Hyde
who said that the report “misses the
central point of the hearing” and
that the “main concern requiring a
fresh approach is what to do in the
light of the law and matters presented
by many witnesses in the hearing.”
The “major elements” listed by the

FCC “usually necessary to meet the
public interest, needs and nesires of
the community in which the station is

located as developed by the industry,
and recognized by the Commission,
have included”: 1. Opportunity for
Local Self-Expression; 2. The Devel-
opment and Use of Local Talent; 3.

Programs for Children; 4. Religious
Programs; 5. Educational Programs;
6. Public Affairs Programs; 7. Edi-
torialization by Licensees; 8. Political
Affairs Programs; 7. Agricultural
Programs; 10. News Program; 11.
Weather and Market Reports; Sports
Program; 13. Service to Minority
Groups; 14. Entertainment Program-
ming.
The report emphasizes, however,

that the “elements set out above are
neither all-embracing nor constant.
We re-emphasize that they do not
serve and have never been intended
as a rigid mold or fixed formula for

station operation. Later on, the FCC
states that “we do not intend to guide

the licensee along the path of pro-

gramming; on the contrary the licen-

see must find his own path with the

guidance of those whom his signal is

to serve.”
Regarding “those whom his signal

is to serve,” the FCC proposes a docu-

mented program submissions pre-

pared as the result of assiduous plan-

ning and consultation covering two
main areas: first, a canvas of the lis-

tening public who will receive the

signal and who constitute a definite

public interest figure; second, con-

sultation with leaders in community
life—public officials, educators, re-

ligious, the entertainment media, agri-

culture, business, labor, professional
and eleemosynary organizations, and
others who bespeak the interests

which make up the community.”
Broadcasting licensees must assume

responsibility for all material which
is broadcast through their facilities,

the report says. “This includes all

programs and advertising material

which they present to the public . . .

the broadcaster is obligated to make
a positive, diligent and continuing
effort, in good faith, to determine the

tastes, needs and desires of the public

in his community and to provide pro-

gramming to meet those needs and in-

terests. This again, is a duty personal

to the licensee and may not be avoided
by delegation of the responsibility of

others.” Licensees, the report adds,

especially in television, place “prac-

tical reliance” on networks for the

selection and supervision of network
programs which, of course, are the

principal broadcast fare of the vast
majority of television stations

throughout the country.” For the lat-

ter reason, the FCC recently recom-

mended to Congress enactment of leg-

islation providing for direct regulation

of networks in certain respects.

Decca Issues Jerome LP
With Stereo Emphasis

NEW YORK—Decca Records rushed
into release last week an LP, “Brazen
Brass,” a Henry Jerome-directed band
LP which makes special use of stereo.
Assigned sometime ago to Jerome as
a special project, the LP includes a
full brass section (trumpets and trom-
bones) playing open horn on one
speaker, and a full brass section play-
ing muted on the other speaker.
Through engineering techniques, the
sound has been jumped by crossing
circuits. Dick Jacobs penned the ar-
rangements.

Decca pre-tested the quality of
sound by submitting copies to manu-
facturers of stereo equipment. The
label said orders from “several large
manufacturers” have been received.

Jackie Wilson Songbook
NEW YORK—-“The Jackie Wilson
Song Book”—a book containing sheet
music of songster’s top hits plus
photos—will he distributed via Decca
branches. Arrangement for the song-
book were made by Harry Goodman
of Merrimac Music and Decca veep
Sydney Goldberg. Included in the book
are Wilson’s latest Brunswick sides,

“All My Love” and “A Woman, A
Lover, A Friend.” The latter songs
are only available in sheet music via
the song-book.

HOLLYWOOD—Capitol Records and
Desilu Productions have taken steps
against Miller International to stop
distribution of a Somerset and Stereo
Fidelity record entitled “Music and
Sounds from the Era of the Untouch-
ables.”

Capitol, which is releasing the orig-
inal music from “The Untouchables,”
and Desilu, producers of the TV se-
ries, complained that the Miller In-
ternational album implied that the
rnusic was actually from the tele-
vision series and was authorized by
Desilu. In fact,_ only the “Untouch-
ables Theme” is contained in the
Somerset-Stereo Fidelity album, and
the remaining music has no connec-
tion whatever with the series.

Miller International used the com-
position entitled “The Untouchables”
under claim of statutory license since
it is the practice of Desilu, in those
instances when it issues mechanical
licenses, to impose a restriction
against use of the title of the com-
position as the title of an album.

Following the demand of Capitol
and Desilu, through the New York law
firm Halperin, Morris, Granett &
Cowan, Miller International agreed to
discontinue sale of its album and to
destroy all existing album covers and
printing plates.

The Desilu-authorized album, “The
Untouchables,” containing music as
originally written and conducted for
the series by Nelson Riddle, is being
released by Capitol Records this week
( 8 ).

JAlfAI. A-r ’TMt: “JAMAL AT THE PERSHING” Vol. 2—Ahmad
Jamal Trio—Argo LP 667

This light, piano jazz program comes from the
same Jan. 1958 engagement at the Chi club
which sprouted Jamal’s smash “But Not For Me”
LP and rocketed him to disk stardom. Tho the
performances are over two years old they are
basically in the same derivative, pop-angled vein
that Jamal features now. Standards “Too Late
Now,” “Cherokee,” “My Funny Valentine,” “Billy
Boy” and 7 others are well-paced and well-played.
Will do land-office business.

VERDI: “H Trovatore”—Leontyne Price, Rich-

ard Tucker, Leonard Warren, Rosalind Elias,

Giorgio Tozzi, Rome Opera House Orchestra and
Chorus, Artur Basile, conductor—RCA Victor

LM-6150
This recording of the heroic and tragic Verdi

opera marks a first and last for Victor. First:

the initial opera appearance of Miss Price, who
is scheduled to make her Metropolitan debut this

season; Last: Leonard Warren’s last disk appear-
ance for the label. The others in the cast are, as

usual in Victor opera recordings, at their best.

This release far surpasses Victor’s other available
recording of the work and should rank in the
forefront of available versions.

“PETE FOUNTAIN SALUTES THE GREAT
CLARINETISTS”—Coral CRL 757333
Having established himself as a top clarinet

attraction. Fountain here turns to derivative ma-
terial for his latest Coral session. Nothing new or
adventurous to recommend it, but the album bears
the Fountain name and features his brand of eas-
ily likeable swing stuff, which is surely enough
to produce another chart rider for him. Among
the selections are Shaw’s “Begin The Beguine”
and “Frenesi,” Dorsey’s “Green Eyes” and “Ania-
pola” and Goodman’s “Let’s Dance” and “Some-
times I’m Happy.”

PONCHIELLI: “La Gioconda”—Maria Callas,

Orchestra and Chorus of La Scala Opera House
conducted by Antonino Votto—Angel 3606 C/L
The illustrious and controversial soprano has

been superbly captured in an immensely gratify-
ing recording of the work. Heading an all-Italian

cast, mostly unfamiliar to American audiences,
Mme. Callas’ dramatic sense, cultivated through
the years, enables her to surpass her first re-

corded venture of this opera (Cetra). Angel’s
stereo is surperb.

“SKETCHES OF SPAIN”—Miles Davis, Gil Ev-
ans—Columbia CL 1480
The third collaboration between Davis and ar-

ranger Evans again points up that this is the
most successful, consistent and challenging com-
bination practicing modern jazz for both musical
and experimentation value. From a distance the
album appears to be an elaboration of Davis’
loose “Flamenco Sketches” from his best-selling
“Kind Of Blue” album but the presence here of
Evans is felt in the complicated harmonics, the
superb orchestral backing, in general the entire
scope of the album. And Miles comes through for
him with an unerring performance of clarity and
soul. A great LP.

RACHMANINOFF: “Concerto No. 2 in C for
Piano and Orch.;” Prelude No. 3 in D, Prelude
No. 6 in E-flat, Prelude No. 2 in C-sharp—Phil-

ippe Entremont, pianist, Leonard Bernstein and
the New York Philharmonic—Columbia ML 548;
One of the most recorded pieces in the classical

catalog, the Rachmaninoff appears on wax for
the third time by pianist Entremont (but the first

for Columbia). Oddly, this is Bernstein’s first

collaboration on the concerto. The two esteemed
artists have produced an enlightening and graphic
portrayal of the great work, taking its place in

illustrious disk company.
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ENGLAND
Top Rank last week completed a production-releasing deal whereby Joe Meek,

former A & R manager for Triumph Records, will join the company as an
independent producer. During his career with Triumph, Meek produced eight
records, four of which made the charts, including the “Angela Jones” by
Michael Cox. Bob Roberts, commercial manager for Top Rank, announced the
deal as part of his company’s policy of expansion which demonstrates its

intention to give opportunities to the creative talent of independent producers.
Under the new agreement, Cox, Ricky Wayne, The Fabulous Flee-Rakkers and
John Leyton (whose first disk, “Tell Laura I Love Her,” is due on August 12)
will now record for the Top Rank label. Rank will also reissue on its own label
certain previous releases by Meek’s artists including “Green Jeans” by The
Flee-Rakkers and “Hot Chicaroo” by Ricky Wayne.
Jack Scott’s fast rising Cash Box number, “Cool Water,” with over a re-

ported quarter million sales for Top Rank of America will be released here on
August 12. Radio Luxembourg of this week chose the Top Rank waxing of
“Tintarella Di Luna” by Dorothy Collins as its ‘Record Of The Week.’
Triumph Records has announced the appointment of Johnny Keating, late of

the Ted Heath Organization, as A & R manager for the label. Another big name
appointment to this department will be announced in the near future. A spokes-
man for Triumph said that new artists will in future be signed to the label
and not to the A & R manager as previously. Latest artist to sign for Triumph
is Carol Jones whose first disk, “Boy With The Eyes Of Blue” backed with “Cin-
derella Jones,” is now on release.

Selection Records, well known here for its folk and jazz recordings issued
on the Collector label, has recently completed a deal with The Folk Lyric Re-
cording Company of America, to issue its recordings in this country. The first

release is out this week—a 12" LP entitled “Angola Prisoners Blues,” featuring
recordings of Negro convicts actually made in Angola Prison. The Folk Lyric
Recording Company will reciprocate by issuing certain Collector disks in the
States. Selection Records Chief, Colin Pomroy, told The Cash Box that the firm
are now launching out into the pop field with a new EP by Italian singer Vit-
toria Mongardi—all four tracks including the title song “Romantica” are sung
in Italian. Mongardi, whose contract with Italdisc was ended by mutual consent,
has signed an exclusive five year contract with Selection. The company last week
also issued a new EP of authentic flamenco music featuring singer Carlos
Basilisco under the title “Cuadro Flamenco.” A further EP as well as a 12"

LP are planned for future release. Initial reaction to the disk has been very
favorable the diskery said.

A new series of language tuition records was announced last week by the
Delta Record Company on its second label. Gem. The series, entitled ‘Get-

Along,’ will comprise six 7" 33 1/3 disks, the first being “Get Along In France,”
retailing at 10/—and including a well produced instruction booklet. Designed
to assist those about to spend a holiday abroad, subsequent issues will coyer
Italy, Spain, Germany and Austria.

The Canford Summer School of Music will be held again this year from
August 7-21. The school, which was founded in 1953 by Noel Hale, musical ad-
visor to the Bournemouth Corporation, with the aim of giving a summer holi-

day combined with music tuition to students and lovers of music, was taken
over in 1955 by Mills Music Company which has sponsored, financed and or-

ganized the event ever since with Jack Mills as president and Cyril Gee, the
London manager for Mills, as vice president. Gee told The Cash Box that this
year close on 600 students from all over the world including Sweden, Canada,
Nova Scotia, Denmark, France and Austria will be attending the two weekly
courses, which are held at Canford School near Bournemouth. A week’s course,
including accommodation and full board, costs ten and a half guineas ($32).
Tuition by well known and authoritative instructors in a wide range of subiects
is available including chamber music, piano, guitar, international folk dancing,
madrigals and motets, recorder chamber music, Scottish country and Highland
dancing and music in education. There is also a Bach course for choir and
orchestra; a conductors course and a symphony orchestra course. Commenting
on the fact that Mills Music is the only publishing company in England spon-
soring this kind of event. Cyril Gee points out that the courses have helped con-
siderably in promoting the company’s very large catalog of educational music.

Pop-wise. Mills Music publishes the current British hit, “Shakin’ All Over”
by Johnnv Kidd on Parlophone. to be released in the States by Ampar Records.
Another British hit for Stateside release by Ampar is “Apache” by The Shad-
ows on Columbia, published by Francis Day & Hunter. Both these titles are
riding high in this country.

George Sevmour of Cinephonic Music publishes .Tohnny Preston’s Mercury
release. “Feel So Fine,” and the new Dean Martin “Buttercup A Golden Hair,”
just out in the States and to be released here on August 12 on Capitol.

Theme music from the new BBC TV serial. “Golden Girl,” starring Catherine
Boyle is published by Dash Music. The composition is by Jack Jordan, who
has also recorded it with his Orchestra on the Parlophone label. Backing is

“Beauty And The Beach” from the Anglo-Scottish picture of the same title,

nublished bv High Fye Jingles. Dash Music also publish “Geraldine” by Terry
Dene on Oriole.

Everyone at David Toff Music delighted with sales of “Cindy Lou” written
and recorded by Johnnie Lee on Fontana. Dave Toff reports that the number
has been sold all over the world except Greece and Russia. Handled in the
States by Chappell & Co. Ltd., which has promised American coverage for the
disk. Dave Toff has also just acquired ten instrumental compositions from
Alfred Scholz of Asco Musikverlag of Salzburg, and a new Hebrew tune, “Shir
Habokrin” from Ilian Melody Press of Tel-Aviv for Great Britain and the
Commonwealth of Nations. Also last week. Toff took over the Era Music Pub-
lishing Company and its associates. Plaza and Mansion Music Companies of
London.

One of Switzerland’s leading music publishing companies. Edition Coda of
Zurich, will in future handle the entire Francis Day & Hunter and Feldman
catalogs for Switzerland—the deal was set up by Jack Denton of Publications
Francis-Day in Paris and Cedric Dumont of Edition Coda. The latter firm
have had at least two of its publications in the Swiss Top Ten for the last four-
teen months. Current Coda hits include “Banjo Boy,” “Heartaches By The
Number” and “Muli Song.”

Lawrence Wright Music Company of London has acquired the rights of Cedric
Dumont’s “Golden Rhapsody” for Violin and Orchestra for Great Britain and
the Western Hemisphere. British composer-conductor Tonv Osborne has re-
cently returned from Switzerland where he discussed recording and publishing
matters with Cedric Dumont.
Reg Reed, chairman of The Gramophone Record Dealers Association, re-

turned to London after a six weeks holiday-cum-business trip to South Africa
full of praise and gratitude for the warm reception and generous hospitality
accorded him in Cape Town, Port Elizabeth and Durban. Reed reports that
record dealers in South Africa feel much the same as in this country that there

Gallo is sole importers for Decca and also issues its own disks on the Gallo
label. Record stores generally appear to be very well equipped with great im-
portance attached to window display. Browseries, too, were much in evidence.

Grief told
The Cash Box, “We have made this deal on a personal management basis be-
cause we feel that in this way artists are assured of the best possible treatment
in both countries.” Possible dates for The Kirby Stone Four to visit England
later in the year have been under discussion.

Phono Goods Involved In New

Britain -Japan Trade Pact

LONDON—The Board of Trade has
announced the signing of a new trade
agreement between the United King-
dom and Japan covering a twelve
month period ending March 31, 1961,
benefiting both countries by provid-
ing for a substantial and balanced in-

crease of trade between them. Phono
equipment is involved.

Following Japan’s recent program
of import liberalization, a substantial
list of items has already been freed
from control and United Kingdom ex-
porters will be free to send these

goods to Japan. Likewise, the U.K.

has agreed to liberalize imports of a
number of items from Japan, some
of which were previously restricted
by quotas.
Among the goods to be completely

freed from Import control are phono
needles and styli and parts thereof,
and the import quota of Japanese
transistorized radio sets, phonos and
radio-phonos have been increased to
£200,000 for the year and phonos, >
radio-phonos, other than transistor-
ized to £100,000; and radio and tele-
vision sets other than transistorized
also to £100,000.

Mercury Record’s Ricky Steinberg, who is acting as Central European
manager for the firm out of Cologne, is very excited about the success of

Johnny Preston and The Riverboat Five. Both artists are hot at this time, and
all of their releases are moving well. On the other side of the fence. Brook
Benton and Dinah Washington are having less success here. It seems that the
blues stylings of these top American artists are just not suited to German
tastes at this time. “It’s too darn American. Our listeners just don’t under-
stand this music” say the deejays.

Telbec is hot at present with the new Vico Torriani record, “Kalkutta Liegt
Am Ganges (Calcutta’s on the Ganges)” and is pushing its new artists, Ger-
many’s number one jazz songstress, Inge Brandenburg represented with

Reitzel, 37, producer and specialist of radio advertising and sponsoring, is

American with 15 years of experience in this work. He has been connected with
CBS and most recently with a radio station in San Francisco.

Head of the program dept, of Radio Nord will be Gert Landin, who has five

years with BBC in London as well as a job as editor of the Swedish Reader’s
Digest as background. Nils-Gustaf Holmquist, theatre manager of Europa Film,
and a well known name in Swedish Radio, will be main announcer of the pro-
grams. As assistant he will have, among others. Nils F. Nygren, formerly with
IBRA Radio (a religious radio station) formerly operating from Tangiers in
North Africa. Pelle Lonndahl, sound engineer at Sandrews, is contracted as
Studio Manager. The record department will be handled by Raya Ravell, once
one of the Harmony Sisters, a singing group who were very well known in
Sweden some ten years ago.

Kotschack has not yet mentioned under which flag the ship will sail, but the
name of the ship will be M/S Bon Jour. It cost $90,000 to buy, and about as
much to rebuild for its future mission.The station will be of 20 kilowatts from
two 47 meters high masts. It will operate 24 hours a day, and the start is

scheduled to take place around middle of September.
“There will be no politics, no religion and free charity programs” announced

Kotschack.

The music and record industry in Sweden is most interested in the result of
this project, as it, according to Kotschack, will mean a lot to the music and
record people.”

It is estimated that so far some three and a half million Swedish Kronor
(five Kronor equals one dollar) have been put into this project, most of it paid
in US dollars.

As to the ad prices, Reitzel reports that one hour will cost around 10,000
Kronor (2,000 dollars). Estimated audience of the station is two and a half
million people.

Export Sales Pave

Way To Better Deals

For U.S. Ops

American coinfirms, in general, have benefited

greatly with the removal of British import restric-

tions. The music machine ban removal came first

—then came amusement games. The English firms,

conservative and cautious, are being spurred into

greater activity by several Americans who have
opened wholesale firms. Many new locations have
been “opened” by British operators; and practi-

cally all locations have been serviced with more
modern ecjuipment.

France, a month or so ago, also removed import
restrictions on amusement games. It is predicted

that import restrictions on music machines will also

soon be removed. While France had been import-

ing about 100 new amusement machines each

month during the restrictive period, it is now pos-

sible to bring in reconditioned equipment. This

area, of course, will in no way match the business

potential of Germany, Belgium or England, but an-

other market is being created for American ex-

porters.

These export markets reflect a great advantage to

the American coin firms. Manufacturers are able to

produce equipment in added numbers to satisfy

the foreign sales. Wholesalers who have developed

customers, and who are adding new ones in these

markets, find a sale for reconditioned machines—
taken in trade from operators. Even those whole-

salers who do not ship to foreign buyers, are able

to sell off their trade-in machines to those whole-

salers who do ship.

The American operator, while he may not realize

it, is likewise a benefactor. Were these sales out-

lets not available, the operator would not now be

receiving the trade-in (or sale) price for his used

machines. The operator thruout the United States

would be wise to take advantage of all the deals he

can make for new equipment—and this new equip-

ment will add to his collections—further increasing

his average income.
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N.Y. Games Ops Continue Approval

Of “King Of Games” Contest Idea As

PR Firm Reaches Halfway Mark

Look For Mid-September Starting Date Of

City-Wide Games Tournament

NEW YORK—Martin Greenfield,
Craig-Todd Agency, publicity firm
currently introducing the city’s games
operators to a “King Of Games” city-

wide contest which is designed in-

itially to stimulate collections on
games locations, advised last week
that “every games operator spoken
with to date has personally endorsed
the tournament idea and it appears
that a September 15 starting date
would be most realistic.”

A mailing went out last week to all

games operators in the area advis-

ing them of the contest idea and also

of the trade press coverage this proj-

ect has received since it was orig-

inally introduced Thursday, July 28

(The Cash Box, August 6 Issue).

Teddy Blatt, Haskell & Blatt, at-

torneys for several games operating

firms, continued to assist the pub-
licity firm in contacting operators and
explaining the contest which will not
start until 2000 games have been offi-

cially included in the tournament.
Blatt stated, “The question is not
whether we can afford a tournament
of this type but rather can we afford

to do without it.” The cost per game,
per week, has been set at $1.75. The
contest will run for thirteen weeks
at a total cost to each game on loca-

tion of twenty dollars.

Greenfield advised that Albert Ar-
nold, Empire Music, Queens operator,

will host a meeting on Wednesday,
August 10, at his home located at

215-01 Peck Avenue, Flushing, N.Y.
Arnold reportedly invited games op-

erators from the Queens area to meet
at his home for an afternoon social

and meeting, the social end including

a barbecue and swimming. Arnold’s
telephone number is HO 5-1199.

“Something must be done soon,”

stated Arnold, “to stimulate this busi-

ness and the idea deserves the atten-

tion of every operator in business.”

Among the operating firms giving

the Craig-Todd firm approval to go
ahead was Irving Holzman who
stated, “I will go all out on the con-

test idea pledging 100% cooperation.”
Greenfield reported that with the ad-

dition of Holzman’s name to other
firms approving this week, plus five

operating companies submitting im-
mediate approval at the initial meet-
ing last week, the total number of
machines reached the halfway mark
of 1000. Two thousand machines have
been set as the goal before the city-

wide contest starts.

Greenfield and his firm were very

enthusiastic as the tournament

reached solid proportions after only

one week of actual contact with the

City’s operators. The goal of two

thousand machines appeared certain

especially with dozens of operating

firms to be contacted.

The contest idea will be conducted

throughout New York’s five boros

for a thirteen week period, following

a four-week warm-up period which

will be promoted heavily in order to

attract the greatest amount of atten-

tion during the actual tournament.

Prizes will include a trip to the Ca-

ribbean Sea, a Ford Thunderbird, and

similar awards to winners. Play-offs

will bring about location finals, re-

gional and district play-offs, boro

finals and major finals tentatively

scheduled to be held in a prominent

New York center of attraction.

The entire program will be accom-

panied by heavy advertising-publicity-

promotion programs especially on lo-

cations.

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Alert Programming Increases Collections

No Summer Slump In Record Sales

As New Artists, Material, Hit Top

NEW YORK—It takes a keen eye
(and ear) to stay abreast of the rec-
ord business especially as it pertains
to new artists and new hits. Which
explains why the neophyte may not
recognize the name of a tune or a re-
cording artist once he gets past the
Guy Lombardo-Lester Lanin band
names or, in the list of song titles,

“Stardust” and “Tennessee Waltz”
are just about his speed.

Fine musicians and wonderful songs
but they aren’t among the top sellers

today and that’s where the money is

being made. Juke box operators in the
New York area have complained this

summer of falling collections and the
reasons for this problem have been
attributed to just about everything
but the material on the phonographs.

This has puzzled many in the music
business because official sales figures
from dozens of leading record firms
and many independent recording com-
panies show record sales to the con-
sumer at an all-time Summer season
high. Since school let out more new
hits have climbed to the top of the
chart in a very short time than has
happened during previous “Summer
doldrum” months.
One leading music operator with

machines on location in Manhattan
and Brooklyn has advised that pro-
gramming of phonographs during the
past three months has required a
closer look at The Cash Box Top 100
each and every week. “I’ve never seen
so many unfamiliar names before in
my life!”. “The tunes might be fa-
miliar but the artists are unknowns
aren’t they?” “Just how many new
record labels are going into business
each month?”, are all samples of this
operator’s conversation when the topic
turns to hot programming material
for the City’s juke boxes.

Actually, record sales are at an
all-time high and the artists, along
with the publishers of some zany
titles, are responsible. While the ma-
terial is brand new to the ears of
listeners when first introduced, the
time it takes to put a new disk on

the top of the charts isn’t long. Two
to three weeks and an “Alley-Oop”
record is no longer the name of a

comic strip character but a top selling

disk all over the nation. Sharp pro-
gramming must recognize this to be
the money making material it is and
not necessarily just another new-
comer with a zany title. “Itsy Bitsy
Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka-Dot Bi-

kini” was double-talk last month but
reached the number-one mark on The
Cash Box Top 100 charts two weeks
ago. The artist’s name is Bryan Hy-
land, a kid from Queens who never
made a record in his life.

The operator has about a one-week
waiting period before getting onto a

hit record. Every week after that
could cost him part of his collections,

since, as everything that goes up
comes down—and many of the over-
night hits fall off the charts after

several weeks.
Close scrutiny of The Cash Box Top

100, from the bottom up, taking into

consideration the disks coming onto
the charts for the first time, which,
of course, stand the best chance of

getting a longer run should they hit,

is about the best way of covering the
record field. The average music op-
erator has little or no interest in

listening to the top hits, and probably
wouldn’t recognize a tune if he heard
it on his own machines—but its the
leading operator, such as the one
mentioned earlier, who keep their ear
to the music industry through The
Cash Box charts and record reviews
published each week. In that way
disks with titles such as “Yogi” and
“The Twist,” records that more than
likely haven’t even been heard by
operators reading this feature, and
artists with names such as “Chubby
Checker” and “The Ivy Three,” will

be spotted early in the expected per-
formance and will not come as a sur-
prise when the new material reaches
the top of the charts but will be disks
programmed weeks before during the
height of the juke box play on this
same material.

the removal of import restrictions on
music machines in view for the near
future, this latest optimistic report on
the French economy bodes well for
the coin machine industry. Prior to
World War II, France absorbed quite
a number of American coin machines.
The French public always supported
coin operated equipment well at that
time, and if it now has, and will have,
additional money for low priced en-
tertainment, it will once again make
operating here sufficiently profitable

for the French coinman to import
more equipment.

This situation is interesting to coin
firms thruout Europe, as well as in

the United States, which will find

new sales opportunities available.

Craig-Todd is looking for 2000 machines before starting on
a program which will cost each operator approximately $1.75 per machine each
week for 13 weeks. Teddy Blatt, of Haskell & Blatt, was originally the middle
man in the deal and it was Teddy who introduced the publicity firm officials to

the games operators. Unofficial reports had additional operating firms gmng
approval last week for the contest on their locations and considering the short
time the idea has been aired acceptance is very positive.

GENEVA, SWITZERLAND—Western Europe, which buys considerable num-
bers of coin operated machines from the United States, is enjoying an economic
boom which should continue unabated for the rest of the year, according to

United Nations economists.
The report stated that the increase in total industrial output for 12 Western

European nations jumped 7 per cent between 1958 and 1959 and more than 12
per cent between the first quarters of this year and last.

“One-half
of the juke boxes on location today
are in taverns where the teenager

does not congregate. But the music

The adult

public wants LP selections and the
record sales prove it.

material,” concluded Gordon.
