Havdallah Blessings 

 
We say these blessings to end Shabbat on Saturday nights at sundown. 

Havdallah comes from the Hebrew word that means separation.  
These four blessings help us end Shabbat and transition into the new week. Each of 

the blessings interact with our different senses; the taste of wine, the smell of spices, 
the sight and the warmth of fire burning on a special twisted candle, and the sound of 

the candle being extinguished in the wine as we end Shabbat.
