Scoring the CES-D

In scoring the CES-D, a value of 0, 1, 2 or 3 is assigned to a response depending
upon whether the item is worded positively or negatively.

For items 1-3, 5-7, 9-11, 13-15, 17-20 the scoring is:
* Rarely or none of the time (less than one day) =0
* Some or a little of the time (1-2 days) = 1
* Occasionally or a moderate amount of time (3-4 days) = 2
* Most or all of the time (5-7 days) = 3

ltems 4, 8, 12, 16 are reverse scored as follows:
* Most or all of the time (5-7 days) =0
* Occasionally or a moderate amount of time (3-4 days) = 1
« Some or a little of the time (1-2 days) = 2
* Rarely or none of the time (less than 1 day) = 3

Possible range of scores is 0 to 60, with the higher scores indicating the presence
of more symptomatology.
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
