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Broadcasters expand Brits brand

LoNDON — Brits around the world.
That’s the aim of broadcasters cover-
ing this year’s annual Brit Awards to
be staged on February 16 at the
London Arena complex.

U.K. syndication and production
company Wise Buddah, which for the
fourth year running holds the exclu-
sive international radio rights, is
marketing the programme to 40
countries. The company is particular-
ly keen to bring U.S. broadcasters on
board as a stepping stone to develop-
ing long-term overseas relationships.
The Brits broadcast will be available
live, in recorded kit form with scripts,
or on CD.

Wise Buddah managing director
Stephen Mulholland says he is confi-
dent that the number of territories
where the Brits will be broadcast will

comfortably surpass
last year’s tally of
12, “We share [U.K.
labels’ body] the
BPI’s aspiration of
expanding the Brits,
as the exciting
brand that it is, on a
greater internation-
al level.”

London-based
company Initial Fi-
Im & Television will
again produce the
Brits television cov-
erage, which will be
shown the night after the awards on
UK. commercial TV network ITV.
Last year’s programme pulled in
some 10 million viewers.

Solo applicant for Norwegian digital?

0sLo — Only one application had been
received by Norwegian broadcasting
authority Statens Medieforvaltning by
its January 4 deadline for applications
for the country’s remaining national dig-
ital radio frequency.

The company behind the lone appli-
cation is Radio 2 Digital, whose major
shareholders are pan-European broad-
casting group SBS and the owner of
commercial AC station Radio 1 Norway,
Norsk Aller.

However, two other interested
groups have been granted an extended
deadline of January 15 to deliver com-
pleted applications to the authority.
These coalitions are respectively led by
the managing director of Norway’s per-
forming rights society GRAMO, Tom B.
Hovde, and Knut Ivar Mikalsen. While
Mikalsen’s connections are undisclosed,
Hovde represents a large number of
companies and organisations from the
independent music scene, including the
artists’ organisation GRAMART.

Says Hovde: “[The indies’] biggest
problem is Norway’s national radio sta-
tions, which promote international
music as much as they can. Our pro-
gramming plans are to play only
Norwegian music.”

But Gjermund Moastuen, radio pro-
motion manager at Universal Music

Norway, comments: “We feel that [air-
play of Norwegian music] is sufficiently
taken care of by the existing stations.
It’s hard to imagine a purely local music
station. Norway is a small country, and
it’s not commercially viable to specify a
format that narrow, whether it be rap,
R&B or Norwegian music.”

Norsk Aller managing director Ole
Seether declines to give details about the
nature of Radio 2 Digital’s application
until the two other groups have filed
their applications. “We dont want to
make it easier for the others to design
their plans,” he says.

According to Statens Medie-
forvaltning executive Carl Henrik
Lyngas, all six available frequencies on
Norway’s national digital multiplex will
be awarded “before Easter.” It has
already been decided that four of the six
available slots will be occupied by public
broadcaster NRK, and another frequen-
¢y will be given to national commercial
AC-station P4 Radio Hele Norge.

The selection process for the sixth
remaining digital frequency will not be
determined by cash bids—instead the
applicants will be evaluated on their
financial and programming plans.

New German dance chart debuts

HamMBURG — The first official “club
play” chart in Germany was set to be
published on January 14 by music
industry association Bundesverband
Phono.

The Dance Trend chart is being
compiled by Baden-Baden-based air-
play monitoring company and sales
charts compiler Media Control. The
chart will rank the 40 most played
tracks between the Monday and
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Saturday every week, based on a sam-
ple of 1,000 German club Dds.

Titles which have already qualified
for the regular Media Control Top 100
singles chart will be excluded, in order
to reflect up-and-coming trends rather
than established hit records.

For the time being, the club play
chart data will be collected in the form
of questionnaires filled out manuaily
by club Dds. But in the longer term,
the Bundesverband expects Media
Control to switch to electronic data

collection with the help of so-called
“black box” monitoring devices, which
will be connected directly to club mix-
ing consoles in order to detect real-
time music output.

“This will be a step-by-step process,”
explains Bundesverband spokesman
Thorsten Hansen. “The installation of
the black boxes represents a consider-
able investment.” At press time, there
were just six German clubs with black
boxes installed. The new chart was also
still seeking a German media partner.

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RSH REVEALS GOLD WINNERS
HAMBURG — Ace of Base, Guido
Horn, Jennifer Paige, Loona,
Des’Ree, DJ Bobo and Modern Talk-
ing are amongst this year’s recipients
of Radio Schleswig-Holstein’s presti-
gious Gold Awards. The awards—
now in their 12th year—will be pre- -
sented by the Kiel-based CHR station
on February 6 and 7 in a show which
will be broadcast for a second successive year by German
TV channel ZDF’s Chart Attack programme. The majori-
ty of winners will be in Kiel to personally receive the
award and perform their latest releases.

MAcoOT GETS THE BLUES
HILVERSUM — Provogue Music Productions (PMP), one
of Europe’s most active blues labels, has been taken over
by fellow Dutch indie Mascot Records. PMP has over a
dozen artists on its roster, including Walter Trout, Bobby
Mack, Rob Tognoni, Dave Hole, The Hamsters and Innes
: Sibun. “I think our company’s forte
was the fact that we went beyond
releasing albums—we played a very
active role in taking our artists out
on the road throughout Europe,”
says PMP founder Jan van der Lin-
den. The first Provogue release
under the Mascot umbrella will be
Michael Katon’s Blue Jeans And
Leather in February.
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BRUSSELS TO TACKLE RADIO CONGESTION

BrusseLs — The European Commission—the EU’s exec-
utive body—has unveiled a Green Paper aimed at launch-
ing a broad debate on radio spectrum policy in Europe.
The radio spectrum is used for a large number of activi-
ties in addition to broadcasting, including telecommuni-
cations, defence and astronomy. The Green Paper will
| tackle questions such as how to ensure that commercial
and public interests are appropriately balanced in the
process of spectrum allocation, and will assess how
charges and fees for the use of radio spectrum could affect
the development of services. Comments from interested
parties should be submitted to the Commission by April.

SPELLEMANNPRISEN NOMINATIONS REVEALED

0OsLo — Nominations for Norway’s 1999 Spelleman-
nprisen awards have been announced, with the only
multi-nominees being Bertine Zetlitz and Poronsoda,
who have picked up two nominations each. Zetlitz,
signed to Parlophone/EMI, competes for Pop Artist of the
Year and Newcomer of the Year, while Péronsoda is also
nominated for the latter category, in addition to Dance
Album of the Year for A Nightclub In Tunisia
(C+C/EMI). The Voices Of Wonder label wraps up all
three nominations in the Hard Rock category, for albums
by Covenant, Dimmu Borgir and Mundanus Imperium.

GRONINGEN — The Dutch music
industry showed itself at its most
vibrant during the 1999
Noorderslag festival and semi-
nars, held in Groningen on Janu-
ary 8-9.

The seventh edition of
Noorderslag, organised by the
Conamus Foundation (which
promotes Dutch music abroad),
was completely ‘sold out. More
than 800 delegates from the
Dutch music industry, plus many
European guests, attended a
series of panels over the two
days. At night, they were enter-
tained by two live music festi-
vals: the Eurosonic Festival, a
showcase for upcoming Euro-
pean acts, and the Noorderslag
Festival, which showed off the
hottest new Dutch talent.

During Noorderslag’s annual
Trade Dinner, the Veer music
industry award was presented
to label-owner Saskia Slegers, of
Djax Records. Slegers, who com-
bines an international DJ
career with critically-acclaimed
techno releases on her own
label, is credited with being the
first to embrace the Dutch-lan-
guage hip hop culture. Mean-
while, techno rockers Junkie XL
(Roadrunner) were the surprise
winners of the prestigious
Dutch Pop Prize.

Two of the three international
panels at the Noorderslag semi-
nars were presented by Music &
Media on radio-related topics. A
session moderated by M&M
deputy editor Jonathan Heas-
man assessed the merits of per-
sonality-lead radio in light of the
recent success of many music-
intensive or DJ-free services in
Europe, such as the Netherlands’

market—leading Sky Radio.

Paul Van Der Lugt, co-ordi-
nator of Dutch public CHR sta-
tion Radio 3FM, said: “We
[3FM] play as much new music
as we can, but we need a criti-
cal mass to listen to it, and
strong presenters are a way of
achieving that.” Francis Cur-
rie, programme director of
London’s soft AC Magic 105.4,
revealed the results of some of
his own station’s research,
which showed that for Magic’s
35-plus target audience in Lon-
don, personality was way down
the listeners’ list of priorities
after music, news and, in pole
position, local information
such as traffic news. Currie
said that he only employed
“real people” at his station:
“Not DdJs, not announcers, but
real presenters who are human
and experienced.”

Jan Hoogesteijn, supervisor
of the Netherlands’ alternative
rock outlet Kink FM, added that
on a specialist service such as
Kink, knowledge and enthusi-
asm for the type of music being
played were the most essential
prerequisites for presenters.

In a panel devoted to the
subject of live music on the
radio moderated by M&M
charts researcher Menno Viss-
er, lan Wilson (senior producer
for live music production at
Irish CHR station RTE 2FM)
argued that covering live music
can help radio stations develop

n “organic” relationship with
the music business. This, he
said, would enable them to be
“ahead of the game,” in picking
up on new artists and music
trends. He also pointed to the
publicity and promotional bene-
fits of programming live music.

Jan Sneum, head of live music
programming at public Danish
CHR station P3, added that sta-
tions which carry live music
should really re-brand such pro-
gramming as “music that can
only be heard on our station.”

In a discussion at the end of
the panel on the broadcast of
live concerts via the Internet,
Gerard Walhof, editor-in-chief
of Dutch public broadcasting
organisation VPRO, accused
record companies of being
“paranoid” in trying to stop
such broadcasts taking place.

Victoires recognises new niches

PARIS — The new president of
the Victoires de la Musique, Lau-
rence Le Ny, is helping the
French music awards come to
terms with new market realities.

The 14th Victoires awards
show will be held at Paris’
Olympia venue on February 20,
and as last year, will be broad-
cast live by public TV channel
France 2. “The media is more
and more segmented, the [music]
market is more and more seg-
mented, and the Victoires has to
reflect this,” says Le Ny “Last
year a techno category was
added, and this year we have
added a rap/groove award,
because the Victoires has to be
an event which reflects as accu-
rately as possible the French
artistic landscape.”

Anew rock category has also

been under consid-
eration by the Vic-
toires board, but
was not ready in
time for this year’s
awards, because of
the difficulties in
defining rock.

Le Ny, who is
general manager of
WEA Music Fra-
nce, wants to capi-
talise on the event’s
huge TV audience (according to
Mediametrie its average audi-
ence share last year was 35.4
percent) to help promote new
talent and music genres. “Last
year, all the main artists were
here to help the Victoires
revival and I thank them for
.that, but this year we want also
to emphasise new talents in
every genre.”

Topping the nominations for
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this year’s aw-
ards are Alain
Bashung (Bar-
clay) and the cast
of Notre Dame De
Paris  (Pomme
Musique), who
are both nomi-
nated in four cat-
egories. Receiv-
ing three nods
each are Zebda
(Barclay), Manau
(Polydor), Stomy Bugsy (Colum-
bia) and Supreme NTM (Epic).

In label terms, this year’s
nominations reflect the current
state of the French industry:
market-leader PolyGram has
received 20 out of a possible 55,
while Virgin has 15 and Sony
11. The remaining nominations
are shared between EMI (1),
East West (2), BMG- (1) and
independents (5).



Saarland frequency gets JAMmed

BERLIN — Although Berlin-based JAM
FM has become one of Germany’s most
influential outlets for urban dance and
R&B in recent years, the sta-
tion has been forced to rely on
cable and satellite distribution.
But that is all about to
change from next month, when JAM
will launch its first terrestrial FM ser-
vice in the city of Saarbruecken, in
Saarland. It follows a decision by
Saarland state radio regulator LAR last
November to grant the dance broad-
caster a terrestrial frequency in the city.
According to an LAR spokesper-
son, JAM FM was given the frequen-

MiLAN — The January 1 arrival of
the single European currency will
enhance the possibility of artists
crossing borders, according to Warner
Music Italy president Gerolamo

Dominioni, who was appointed
president of Warner  Music
International’s newly created
Southern Europe region, following
restructuring last November (M&M,
November 21), claims that “with the
introduction of the euro on January 1,
a united Europe is more and more
becoming a reality. Barriers which

Radio 2 charfing a new course in Flanders

BRrusseELs — The traditional Saturday
morning Top 30 chart countdown broad-
cast by VRT’s AC network Radio 2 is to
be replaced by a three-part chart survey
of Flemish singles, international singles
and albums.

“The Radio 2 Top 30 is one of our top
programmes,” says the show’s producer
Johan Van Achte, “but it really didn’t fit
our [audience] profile any more. We
don’t play many of the songs you find in
the charts today, and youngsters who
tune in for the chart show don’t normal-
ly listen to Radio 2.”

The revamped chart show, which
debuted on January 2, features a
slimmed-down version of the Flemish
Ultrapop Top 30 countdown, a 30-
minute selection of current Flemish-
language singles and a 45-minute sur-
vey of the Ultratop Flemish album-
chart. “From the singles charts, we will
only play the records that fit our family-
oriented format—about 15 to 20 songs
out of the 30,” says Van Achte. “But we
certainly don’t want to alter the chart
positions, and we will always play the
number one song.”

In addition to the changes to the
Radio 2 chart show, the VRT has decid-
ed to expand the Top 40 show broadcast
on its CHR station Radio Donna to a
five hour Top 50 Saturday show, start-
ing next month. “In doing so, I expect

that the chart audience will turn to
Radio Donna in future,” says Sam
Jaspers, co-ordinator at the Ultratop
chart’s compilers Promuvi.

“T personally think that the audience
will now tune in to Radio Donna for the
chart,” agrees Sam Hellemans, radio
promotion manager with EMI Belgium.

Erik Vink, general manager at
Warner Music Benelux, also ques-
tions the changes. “The Radio 2 Top

30 was an institution, and also a very
important show in terms of Radio 2’s
ratings,” he says. “Leaving out artists
like 2 Fabiola or Marshall Masters
will take away the crossover element,
as the chart appealed to a broad
audience.”

The changes to Radio 2s chart show
follow the public network’s move to
more centralised programme produc-
tion from its Brussels headquarters.

| NOT DEAD

The latest artist to come out of French production house
Yellow is Bang Bang. His debut album Je Taime Je
Taime features vocal contributions from Garry
Christian, Finnish house chanteur Jay-Jay Johanson
plus Mary Gallagher and Margeaux Lampley. The result
is an album every bit as sublime as previous Yellow
releases—by Kid Loco and Dimitri from Paris—in that it
combines a certain jazz feel with a strong, intelligent pop
sensibility and a pleasant retro feel. Unless there is a
serious and unwarranted backlash against French
artists, Je Taime Je Taime looks set to be considered as
one of the classier long players of 1999.

UNDEFINABLE

The five tracks on the unsigned and untitled EP by
Azucar Letal (Freibank/Germany) are an unusual but
highly effective hybrid of junglist/reggae grooves married

' to Cuban female voices. Combining a street-wise, melod-

ic rapping style with some classic latino tunes, the
singers inject a sense of fun and mischief into their work
while the backing tracks, put together by German musi-
cian Holger Hiller, have a low-key industrial edge. From
the exuberance of Somos Lo Maximo to the more reggae-

inflected Asi Na Ma, this is an excellent mixture of

" fect antidote to the plethora of limp

Caribbean vocal work and sensitive application of the
delights of modern technology.

B-BOY'’S REVENGE
With its lush strings and juddering Sps
breakbeats, Breaker’s Revenge by
legendary electro producer Arthur
Baker (Freskanova/UK) is the per-

disco grooves currently vying for
chart placings. An unapologetically in-yer-face track with
excellent remixes by the Freestylers (pictured), Cut La
Roc and Plump DJs, this is the right mix of sheer force
and a top tune to put Freskanova back in the charts.

ENTRANCED

While the attention of the world has been held by the
emergence of speed garage, nu disco et al, the real under-
ground/crossover phenomenon has arrived quietly but
undeniably. Trance has made a comeback as strong as it
is unexpected. Having worn out its welcome in 1992/3 on
the majority of dancefloors (apart from those in Goa and
Ibiza) this rhythmically linear style has, in the last year,

- started to reassert itself.

The latest track to catch the attention of Dds is
Odyssey by Inflexion (BYTE Blue/Belgium). Inflexion,
a.k.a. Belgian artist George Petkedis, won the chance to
make a record in a contest run last year by BYTE. The

resulting track packs a strong, well-constructed tune |

backed up by an army of genteel, chugging synths which
collectively create a warm, easy-going vibe.

“Pete Tong [U.K. dance guru and radio presenter] is
playing the track on [BBC Radio 1s influential dance
programme] Essential Selection, and other DJs are being
very supportive,” says BYTE's international manager
Maria Jimenez. “Interest is picking up in the UK. so I
expect to be working the track hard at Midem.”

With trance picking up fans in Scandinavia, Belgium,
the U.K. and Germany, the form looks set to be a major
influence on the dancefloor throughout 1999. And,
thanks to the fact that trance often packs strong, dreamy
tunes, we can expect chart action as well.

Following last week’s (M&M Jan. 16) review
of the maijor international releases due in
the first half of 1999, Christian Lorenz goes
local with afirst look at what’s happening in
the main tenitories across Europe.

Sweden is gearing up for its biggest Midem
presence ever, and invites Europe to Have A
Nice Day, courtesy of hit duo Roxette whose
album of that name is due out on EMI on
February 22. The first single, Wish I Could
| Fly, has a February 1 pan-European release
| date, and a special remix by house producer
Todd Terry will be available in the U.K.

Other Swedish releases with international
potential include alternative act Dipper’s
debut (Vibrafon/UT), due in the first quarter;
Lynette Koyanas Hugs And Tags
(Vibrafon/UT, 2nd quarter)—on which the
singer is gently tweaked towards the interna-
tional market by Cardigans’ producer Tore
Johansson; and a new album by techno act
Antiloop (Stockholm Records) in May. Also
look out for new releases by Stakka Bo and
’80s revival act Vacuum, both on Stockholm
and both due in April.

In Germany, one of the key releases of the
first half of 1999 will be the new, as yet unti-
tled, studio alboum by R&B singer Sabrina
Setlur (3P/Epic) which is due out on June 1.
As on her previous two albums, Setlur’s
sound will be tailored by the 3P production
team of Moses Pelham and Thomas
Hofmann, who have another ace up their
sleeves with the debut album of rapper
Illmatic (3P/Epic), due May 11.

A new trend in Germany sees local pro-
duction teams working with U.S. vocalists to
get that authentic R&B feel. 2-4 Family
(Epic) have just struck domestic gold with
their debut single Stay (250,000 sold). At
press time the follow-up, Lean On Me, was
due to be released on January 18, and an as
yet untitled debut album is pencilled in for
March release. Expatriate soul singer
Brooke Russell also expects her debut
album, also still lacking a title, out in
March, on Edel. It features fat R&B beats by
a German production team around DJ
Thomilla, and guests local luminaries such
as rapper Mr. Gentleman and DJ
Plattenpapst Joak.

Alternative rock celebrates a comeback
this year. Alternative pop outfit Blumfeld,

the mid-'90s, will release their third album,
Old Nobody (Zick Zack/Big Cat) on January

Music for Europe: first half plans

25. Fellow pupils of the “Hamburg School”
are Die Sterne, whose new album is due out
on Epic in May, and the more experimental
Kinderzimmer Productions, whose set
Die Hohe Kunst Der Tiefen Schlaege (L'Age
D’Or/Epic) will be released on March 1.

Traditional pop has a comparatively slow
start in the G/S/A region. Look out for the
March 1 debut album by Austrian singer
Sandra Pires (GigZBMQG).

The French release calendar is dominated
by pop over the next few months. Likely top
sellers include Liane Foly’s Acoustique
(Virgin) on January 26, Lara Fabian’s live
album on Polydor in February, and Toujours
Moi by Belgian artist Axelle Red—who sang
on the official World Cup theme song togeth-
er with Youssou N'Dour—on Virgin on March
16. The album will be released in her native
Belgium one month earlier.

Apart from Red, the most likely pop export
is the live album by 2 Be 3, Live In Bercy, due
out on EMI by the end of February.

Other releases by popular artists include
former Mano Negra member P 18's Urban
Cuban (Virgin) in March, Myléne Farmer’s
new album on Polydor in March and model
and TV presenter Héléna Noguerra’s Projet
Bikini on WEA, which is due out in February.

Pop sets the tone in Italy as well, with The
Party (Sony/Dancepool) by border-breaking
dance/pop artist Alexia in May and
Sottotono’s Sotto Lo Stesso Effeto (WEA) in
late January. The traditional, romantic pop
song is well represented on albums by Paolo
Martella (Epic, February), Claudio
Baglioni (Columbia, 1st Quarter) and Ivan
Fossati (Columbia, 1st quarter).

A new generation of Italian pop will arrive
on the scene with SuperB (V2, January),
Zoo (Epic, January) and Eletrojoyce (Epic,
February).

Finally, the Latin success story of 1998
looks set to continue this year with albums
by Los Del Rio (BMG, 1st half 1999) and
Monica Naranjo (Epic, September).
Other likely border breakers are the new
solo album by Buena Vista Social Club
member Compay Segundo on DRO East
West in May, and a new studio album by
folk punk outfit Celtas Cortos (DRO East
West) in October.

Other key releases in Spain include new
material by popular acts such as Javier
Alvarez’ Tres (Chrysalis) in January,
Pedro Guerra’s Rdiz (BMG Ariola) in
February and Rosario’s Jugar A La Locura
(Epic) in March.

With no aspirations to please |
record companies or impress his
competitors, NRJ Norway’s Sverre
Vedal, trusts his own commercial
music taste. “I didn’t used to be as
commercial as I am now, but I think
that’s cool and I am really proud of
it!” he comments.

Vedal was headhunted from
CHR station Radio Oslo, where he
was head of music. Since its launch
last February, after acquiring Radio Oslofjord, NRJ
Norway has built a good reputation among record
labels which had previously feared that the Norwe-
gian affiliate of the French CHR network would not
give Norwegian music a high priority. They were
wrong about NRJ’s attitude towards domestic music,
according to Vedal, although they were right, he says,
to anticipate a strong emphasis on commercially-ori-
ented programming.

Prior to taking up his post in Norway, Vedal was
“tutored” in NRJ’s overall music policy at the compa-
ny’s Stockholm operation, where he says he learned
some valuable lessons.

By applying NRJ’s positive and ener-
getic programming style, the station is perceived as
one of the most progressive stations in the city. The
tight formatting has also taught the record companies
a couple of lessons.”
Vedal estimates that he receives an average of 20-
40 new domestic and international singles every week.
He says: “The labels have started to become more selec-
tive, because they’re better educated in the different
formats of each individual station. So they don’t send
everything to everyone. Of course, we want to remain
open-minded about alternative music, but there still
has to be a commercial side to it. We want to create
hits and help people to identify music styles and artists
that can become popular. Therefore we want to support
songs that are able to enter the charts, and we are
careful and selective about which songs we add.”
Among his current priority acts and tracks are Di-
Mico’s All I Wanna Do (Universal/PolyGram Norway)
and La Cream’s Say Goodbye (Arcade Norway). “Every
radio station wants to be innovative, but not everyone
is consistent with their [programming and music] poli-
cies,” he concludes.

M&M’s weekly airplay analysis column

Beware of the Swedish invasion in the European
Radio Top 50 this week. There’s not only the
triumph for Emilia, who claims the summit with
Big Big World (Universal) after Cher’s seven
weeks’ reign with Believe (WEA), but also the
fact that the two highest new entries this week
hail from Sweden.

At 35 Erase/Rewind (Trampolene/Stockholm),
the second single from The Cardigans’ album
Gran Turismo, is not only already successful on
radio in Scandinavia, but also in Italy, Spain and
Switzerland. Meanwhile their former single, My
) Favourite Game, is
'y still at number 30
after a respectable
| 18 weeks’ stay. But
f, the conquering come-
back of Swedish pop
duo Roxette, at 32
with the highest new
entry this week,
makes the biggest
impact. Their Wish I
I Could Fly (EMI) also
~ flies into the Border
Breakers chart at number 6, making no less
than five out of the top six in that listing
Swedish-signed!

Alain Simons, the recently appointed head of
music at AC/CHR-station Bel-RTL, in the
French part of Brussels, was quick to add Wish I
Could Fly to his playlist. “This new song sounds
a little bit more popular than their former
material, so it fits our format perfectly. At the
moment, we play it in the evenings, but when it
turns out to be a genuine hit, we will play it
during the day as well.”

Simons started his career at various Top 40
stations across Belgium, but has been known as
a TV presenter for the past 12 years. Returning
to radio, he has discovered that the medium in
Belgium has become more automated and far
more formatted. “Each station in every town has
its own format now, and you don’t eat from each
other’s plate.” Also, escaping the limelight of TV
has had a positive side for Simons. “It’s better for
my family, you know...”

Back to the listings, in the lower regions we
find three non-Swedish new entries. At 45, former
new wave queen Deborah Harry’s Blondie makes
a comeback with Maria (RCA). She receives
support from rock-oriented radio in the U.K. and
rock-loving Poland. One place lower, the techno of
Liquido reaches the European Radio Top 50 on
their strength in the G/S/A countries only.
Narcotic (Virgin) is already number 10 in the
regional listing, as the Major Market Airplay
section indicates. The next position down is
occupied by the laidback rap of TQ with Westside
(Clockwork/Epic), due to support from the U.K.
and Holland, with the video getting strong
coverage on music television.

The only re-entry this week (and again
Sweden-signed!), is Lutricia McNeal's version of
Someone Loves You Honey (Siljemark/CNR/Wild-
star), which comes back at 42, after a 12 week
chart run before Christmas, due to interest in
France and Switzerland.

Finally, bubbling under this week are Bad
Girls by Juliet Roberts (Delirious), End Of The
Line by The Honeyz (1st Avenue/Mercury), More
Than This by Emmie (Manifesto), When I Grow
Up by Garbage (Mushroom), and, predictably,
1999 by Prince (Warner Brothers).

HAMBURG — A clutch of internation-
al superstar acts including Alanis
Morissette, The Lighthouse Family
and R.E.M. will join top-selling Ger-
man artists such as Modern Talking,
Xavier Naidoo and Die Fantastis-
chen Vier in performing live at the
eighth Echo awards on March 4.

Hay, appealed at the press confer-
ence to Michael Naumann, Ger-

Gebhardt expressed his grati-
tude for the assistance provided by
the Hamburg city government in
preparations for the Echo awards,
noting that the Echos are now the
third most prestigious commercial
music awards in the world, along-
side the U.K.’s Brits and the U.S.

Grammy awards.

As the world’s third largest music
market with annual sales of over
DMS billion (euro 3.08 billion), “Ger-
many will be the focal point of the
global record industry on March 4,”
predicts Gebhardt, noting that the
German Phonographic Academy will
be donating a six-figure DM sum
from the event to support the music
therapy work of the Nordoff-Robbins
Foundation.

There will be two generic compila-
tion albums produced by the Echo
organisers to coincide with the event:
one for rock, pop, dance, and the oth-
er for schlager and volksmusik.

Retailers are set to receive a
substantial boost from the awards
show this year. Last year, music
purchaser Joerg Janke of the
Hamburg Karstadt department
store noted increased demand for
the artists who had performed at
the Echos following the broadcast
of the TV show a few days later.
Wolfgang Prause, of Hamburg
retailer Schallplatte am Moencke-
bergbrunnen, agrees. “In individ-
ual cases we recorded heightened
demand for these artists, especial-
ly a few days after,” he says.

Lumbroso on his way to EMI?

PARls — Former Polydor UK.
managing director Marc Lumbroso
is in talks to assume the presiden-
cy of EMI France, Music & Media
has learned.

According to a source close to
the deal, “negotiations [between
the two parties] are going on but
nothing has been signed yet.” Lum-
broso, who will report to EMI
Music president Europe Rupert
Perry if he takes the job, would
replace Gilbert Ohayon, who
announced six months ago that he
will be departing when his current
contact with EMI ends in March.

However, it is understood that
Ohayon, who was still in his post at
presstime, might depart the compa-
ny sooner. Sources say that EMI
would be keen to see Lumbroso
start working for the company as
soon as January 18. Ohayon and
Perry were not available for com-

ment at presstime, while Lumbroso
refused to comment on the matter.

Lumbroso, a music man known
for his negotiating abilities as well
as his A&R skills, left Polydor
UK. in March 1997 after close to
three years in the job. Since then,
he has been working on several
projects. He was tipped to become
a partner in former Virgin France
chairman Patrick Zelnik’'s new
company Naive, but that deal fell
through. He also discussed a joint
venture with Sony Music which
failed to materialise.

Prior to his U.K. experience,
Lumbroso had been chief execu-
tive and founder of Remark, a
joint venture he set up with Poly-
Gram in.1990 after stepping down
from his duties as managing direc-
tor of Polydor France. The execu-
tive started his career in the music
industry as a publisher, working
with artists such as Jean-Jacques
Goldman.

have a very wide target audience.
They try to aim their programming
at 14 to 49 year-olds. It’s very difficult
to find music that both 14 and 49-
year-olds will listen to. That is why
WDR’s Eins Live is so successful—
you just don’t hear that kind of stuff
on local commercial stations here.”

Continues Widlock: “A  third
problem is that the stations are not
very well financed and cannot afford
to hire good on-air personalities. As
soon as presenters start getting
some experience, they go off to WDR
or another big broadcaster which
pays better.”

State laws in North Rhine-
Westphalia make it impossible for
experienced radio groups such as
NRJ or CLT-UFA to operate in the

area—when commercial radio was
introduced by the state govern-
ment in 1990, it deliberately creat-
ed a more pluralistic and less com-
petitive system than in some other
German Linder.

Part of this system is a strict sep-
aration between radio owners and
station operators, with the owners
officially unable to influence the pro-
gramming decisions made by the
representative bodies which manage
the stations. All 46 of the state’s com-
mercial stations also carry 10 hours
a day of AC programming from
Radioc NRW, North Rhine-West-
phalia’s only state-wide commercial
broadcaster.

Station owners are hoping the

be conducting studies between Jan-
uary and April, will be able to come
up with some solutions, particularly
to the programming problems.

And the Canadian singer is also
involved in another major achieve-
ment in 1998—the success of the
Titanic soundtrack. According to
Sony Music International headquar-
ters in New York, the soundtrack,
which includes Dion’s single My
Heart Will Go On, sold 26.1 million
units in 1998, making it the year’s
biggest selling album.

Looking at this month’s new
additions to the IFPI Platinum
Europe roll of honour, compilation
albums did the best business over
the key Christmas period.

Six out of the 11 new Platinum
Europe awards handed out by the
IFPI Secretariat in London (for sales
in excess of one million albums
across Europe during December) are
compilations. George Michael’s
Ladies And Gentleman (Epic)
jumped from one million sales before
December to quadruple platinum by
the end of the month. Over the same
period, U2’s Best Of 1980-90 (Island)
chalked up its fourth platinum
award, Phil Collins’ Hits
(Virgin/WEA) went double plat-
inum, while Julio Iglesias, Depeche
Mode and Mariah Carey all reached
the one million mark with their
respective compilations.

Robbie Williams scored a double
triumph in December, with his cur-
rent studio album I've Been Expect-
ing You (Chrysalis) attaining double
platinum status straight away, at
the same time as its 1997 predeces-
sor Life Thru A Lens (Chrysalis)
reached the two million mark.

Congratulations are also due to
Madonna. With five million records
sold, Ray Of Light (Maverick/Warn-
er) is the artist’s biggest selling
album since the Platinum Europe
awards’ 1996 inception. Meanwhile,
first-time Platinum Europe winners
during December included Cher
(Believe, WEA) and Massive Attack
(Mezzanine, Virgin).

Universal Music
UK. chairman/CEO :John Kennedy an-
nounced at presstime that his company’s new
structure will have three separate labels—
Mercury, Polydor and Universal/Island. The
new structure reallocates the U.K. marketing of
U.S. product on Interscope, Geffen and
DreamWorks from Universal to Polydor.

Could it be that Heinz Canibol, who depart- |
ed his post as Universal Music Germany MD
last December, has already found a new home?
Hotline hears that Canibol has been courted for
a key position by a major company which is not
based in Hamburg.

Also possibly on the move is Ivan Sellier, VP
of regional marketing for international pop at
Universal Music Asia/Pacific, who is said to be
returning from Hong Kong to his native France
for a new role at Mercury France, a label he
worked for prior to his Asian appointment.

More rumours have been coming in concern-
ing the likely destination of PolyGram Italy
president Stefano Senardi (see front page
story) should he not take up a position at UMG
