Supplementary Figure 1: Microbiota similarity over time measured with Jensen-

Shannon Distance (JSD). (A-C) Pairwise JSD distances between Subject A gut 

samples (A), Subject B gut samples (B), and Subject A saliva samples (C). (D-K) 

Median pairwise JSD as a function of sample temporal distance (blue points). The 

median value for each curve is shown as a solid red line. Asymptotic curves, which 

appear to converge on the solid red lines, are consistent with the notion of a stable 

microbiota over a given date range (D, E, F, H, & K). Notably, pairwise JSD curves 

spanning distinct stable periods do not exhibit asymptotic behavior (G), or have 

relatively high asymptotes (J). 
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
