Accessibility
Wheelchairs and walkers are free and available on a first-
come, first-served basis. A designated accessible route 
through the historic area is marked on the map. For our 
guests’ convenience from April–October, free shuttle service 
is provided from just outside of the Donald W. Reynolds 
Museum and Education Center to the Farm and Wharf. This 
shuttle does not stop at the Mansion or on the grounds and 
outbuildings surrounding the Mansion.  For other resources, 
including alternate format maps, tactile tools, devices for 
audio description and assisted listening, proceed to the Guest 
Services desk in the Ford Orientation Center. 

Guest Guidelines
Photography is welcome across the estate. Service animals 
are welcome. Leashed dogs are permitted on the grounds, 
but not in the Mansion, exhibits, theaters, shops, and where 
food is served. Bags larger than 16x16x8 inches are not 
permitted, and all guests & their possessions are subject to 
security screening.
