possessive form of the name of our state is “Arkansas’s”; and

WHEREAS, there is precedent for addressing such matters by means of a
concurrent resolution of the General Assembly, such as in Concurrent
Resolution 4 of 1881, which established the correct pronunciation of the name
of our state and which was later incorporated into the Arkansas Code in 1987

as § 1-4-105,
