My friend Harold Schogger of 
Hendon showed me this fascinat-
ing board from his morning 
Duplicate Pairs. Can you make 7♠  
given that diamonds split badly 
and the club finesse is wrong? 

You win West’s heart lead (the 
best lead for the defence, compro-
mising your communications).
