(both dates included) are eligible to apply for the post (including
age relaxation as per Para 2 (i) of the General conditions) (For other
conditions regarding the age relaxation please see Para 2 of the
General conditions. (Except Para 2(i)).

Qualifications : 1. A pass in Pre - Degree / Plus Two course with Science subject
with not less than 50% marks.

2. A pass in the two years Diploma Course in Blood Bank
Technology conducted by the Sree Chitra Institute of Medical
Sciences and Technology / Medical Colleges / Health Services
Department.

Note: 1. Rule 10 a(ii) of part IT of KS&SSR is applicable.

2. In addition to the qualifications prescribed in the notification, the qualifications
recognized by executive orders, or standing orders of Government as equivalent to a
qualification specified for a post, in the Special Rules and such of those qualifications
which pre-suppose the acquisition of the lower qualification prescribed for the post, shall
also be sufficient for the post.

No application
fee is required. Candidates are responsible for the correctness of the personal information and
secrecy of password. Before the final submission of the application on the profile candidates
must ensure correctness of the information in their profile. They must quote the User-ID for
further communication with the Commission. Application submitted is provisional and cannot be
deleted or altered after submission. Candidates are advised to keep a printout or soft copy of
the online application for future reference. Candidates can take the printout of the
application by clicking on the link "My applications' in their profile. All correspondence
with the Commission, regarding the application should be accompanied with the printout
of the application. The application will be summarily rejected if non-compliance with the
notification is found in due course of processing. Original Documents to prove qualification,
experience, age, Community etc. have to be produced as and when called for. The profile
correction made by the candidates themselves or through the office of the KPSC on request after
the last date fixed for the receipt of applications will not be reflected in the application. Such
corrections will come into effect only on the date on which corrections have been made.
